AERIAL PHOTOGRAYPHY.

Mr. Maybridge, of San Francisca,
having shown photographers how to
take pictures of a horse at full gal-
lop, M. Maley, a French savant,
has extended the process to the
flight of birde. He has succeeled
in analyzing the flight of a bird by
the method employed by M. Jane-
sen in observing the relative move-
ment of two stars, that 18, by a
| photograplic revolver. This was
in the form of a fowling-piece aimed
at the bird, and twelve pictures
taken successively in 1-700 of a sec-
ond each., The plates were gelatino
bromide of silver, which could, if
need, take an impression in 1-1500
of a second.
