1. A good crop of clover removes
from the soil more potash, phos
phoric acid, lime, and other minera]
matters, which enter into the com-
position of the ashes of our culti-
vated crops, than any other crop
usually grown in this country.

2. There is fully three times as
much nitrogem in & crop of clover
a8 in the average product of the
grain end straw of wheat per acre.

3. Clover is an excellent pre-
paratory crop for wheat.

4. During the growth of clover,
& large amount of nitrogenous mat-
ter accumulates in the soil.

0. This accumulation, which is
