WATERPROOF HAYSTACKS —] find
that farmers encounter the greatest

difficalty in making waterproof hay-
stacks,

good job, to bire a thoroughly com-
petent stacker to do it for him. A

few practical lessons under such a

person will enable any man of ordi-
pary skill and judgment to build a
symmetrical haystack.

The stack must be built from bot-
tom to top. A fonndation of rails is
the hest to begin on. I mark the
corners of the stack by setting poles
straight up about one foot outside of
where I wish to build. These are
my guides. I begin in the middle
of the stack and build it up three or
tour feet, tramping down very solid.
Next, I lay a course down on each
side and across the ends, then fill
the middle again, always keeping it
two or three feet higher than the
sides, and tramped as solid as possi-

ble.

Never walk along tbe outer edge
of the stack. Do all building from

as near the middle as possible.
The whole secret of building a wa.
terproof baystack consists in keep-
ing the middle eolid and highest
from bottom to top, and the outside
as low and light as possible. Many

WRALEBONE.

Few persons know what the
whalebone of commerce represente
in the living animal, A writer thus
describes it:

Whalebone, in fact, represents an
enormous development of the gum
of the whale, and exists in the liv-
ing animal in the form of {two rows
of plates, which, like a great double

| fringe, hang or depend from its pal
| ate,

From one hundred and fifty to
two hundred of these plates exist
in the mouth of a whale, and the
argest plates may measure f{rom
eight to ten or twelve feet in length.
The inner edges of these whalebone
plates exhibit a fringed or frayed.-
out appearance, and the whole ap-
paratus is adapted to serve as a
kind of gigantic sieve or strainer.

Thue, when the whale fills the
mouth with water, large numbers
of small or minute animals, allied
to jelly-fishes and the like, are en.

gulfed and drawn into the capacious

mouth cavity,
The water is allowed to escape

by the sides of the mouath, but its

solid animal contents are strained
and entangled by the whalebone
tringes,and when a sufficient quanti.
