eeasoned with pepper, and pounded
to a paste, forcing it as far as possi-
ble under the skio; roast the leg ac-
cording to the directions given for
roasting all kinds of meat. French
cooks put a clove of garlic into the
flesh close to the end of the shank
bone of a leg of mutton before roast-
ing it.

EARTH FOR BEDDING STOCK.—M.
Rodinoff draws attention to the use
of calcined earth as a litter. He
covers some branches with clay, sets
them on fire and the earth is baked:
it must then be kept under a ehed
to prevent absorption of humidity.
In the calcined form, absorbent pow-
er of clay is naturally augmented ;
in that state it is hetter fitted also
to flx gases. It is more suitable for
& eheep than a cattleshed, and when
employed in the latter case, a slight
sprinkling of straw will be an im-
provement. The best litler is that
which will absorb most urine, &e.
In this sense, following Boussingault,
bean, buck wheat and pulse straws
are first, as they absorb three times
their weight of liquid; wheat straw,
but twice its weight, and dried
earth, but one-half. The latter then
18 only four times inferior to wheat
en straw.

VACCINATING ANIMALS.—Since
the wondertnl discovery of M. Pas
teur that sheep and other animals
can be secured from eplenic fever by
inoculation, the practice of so treat-
ing animals has become common in
France. The vaccine matter is car
ried in sealed tubes, and when a
tube is opened its contents must be
used the same day. A graduated
syringe attached to a hollow needle
forms the operating instruoment
Bheep are inoculated in the middle
ot the thigh, the operator pushing
the needle beneath the skin, and at
the same time depressing the piston
of the syringe to the firet graduated
mark. He then passes on to the
next patient, and performs the same
office. In thie way, with a man to
bold the animal, and another to op-
erate, 150 sheep can, it is said, be
treated in one bour., Ozxen and
horses receive double the quantity
of vaccine matter, and the needle is
applied to the shoulder or neck,
