FALL SBowN RYE.—Fall sown rye
makes the best early green food for
cattle. By sowing broad cast from
iwo to four bushels to the acre in
September or October, in the corn
field, or where a potato, cabbage or
any other crop has been gathered,
and harrowing il in, there will be a
sirong, succulent growth, fully three
feet high, fo cat in April. After
cutting, the stubble can be turned
under in time to plant corn and

DERS.—Farm horses are in some
seasons more than in others—in wet
and warm seasons especially—sub.
ject to galled ehoulders and backs,
and which, wher not timely or prop
erly attended to, are apt to pro
duce troublesome sores. The skin
not only is abraded by the collar
and saddle, but the flesh irritated
and inflamed; and if the irritation
is kept up, an ichorous discharge
takes place which is diffiult to heal
withont giving the horse prolonged
rest or freedom from work. When
a saddle or collar gall is obscrved,
the harness should be looked to,
and the pressing points which have
caused the eores should be removed.
It should be made a rule to sponge
off the accumulated sweat and dirt
from the collar and saddle part of
the harnees, as well as trom the
shoulders and back of the horse.
