A Beautiful Gift —Last Friday morn-
ing Migs Catbarine M.ller, daughter of vhe
late Col. John Miller, of Sharpsburg, pre-
sented a handsome banner to Antietam Na-
tional Cemetery, which is valuable on ac-

count of its material, workmansbip and |

associations. It is five feet long and four
feet wide, and i3 made of white satin, em-
broidered with beavy gold fringe. The
satin was purchased in Shepherdstown,
costing twel ve dollars, which the ladies of
Sharpsburg raised by subscription. The
banner, which was desigoned by the late
Dr. James A. Buchanan, of Sharpsburg,
was made during the famous Presidential
campaign that resulted in the election of
Gen. Wm. H. Harrison, and first appeared
in a grand political procession in his honor.
On one side is an Awmerican eagle, wrought
in gold, with_ the following well-known

lines :

“Freedom’s battle once begun,
Bequeathed by bleeding sire to 8son,
Though bamed oft’ is ever won,”

On the reverse side is a painting in oil of
the Goddess of Liberty holding an olive
wreath, and in a semi-circle above her are
the following words—also in gold—of Car-
dinal Wolsey, from King Henry VIII ;

“Let all t;he ends thou aim’st at, be thy coun-
iry’s
Thy God’s and truih’s.”

The artist was Mr. O, H. Granger, at
that time a resident of Hagerstown, who
received sixty ddllars fer the painting. The
lettering was the work of Mr. Peter 1. Jones.
The banner is now suspended on the west
wall of the reception roow in the Cemetery
Lodge.
