San Francisco, Car., Sept. 19, 1882,

The Princess Louise and the Marquis of
Lorne have been visiting San Francisco,
which, in the yea:1 when her Royal High-
ness was born, was a city just twelve
months old, containing about a thousand
inhabitants, mainly denizens of the old
Hispano-Indian mission village of Yerba
Buena, but which now boasts of a popula-
tion exceeding three hundred thousand
souls, The Governor-General of the Do-
minion of Canada hus been lodged at the
colossal botel buiit by Senator Sharon, of
Nevada: aod the exalted guests were wait-
ed upon by a deputation from the Bri.ish

tbem with a loyal address. The Viceregal
train bad been detained at Sacramento City
The train came in

bowever, she received no injury beyond a
few trifling bruises, and these, under the
influence of the very emollient atmosphere
of the Golden State, should very swiftly
disappear. Thirty years ago a ‘“‘pioneer”’
traveler in California published a book
rapturously eulogising all end eveiything
to be found in the newly ‘‘prospected’’ re-
gion, He bestowed uostinted praise on
the vast region recently ceded by Mexico
to the United States. He discanted on the
auriferous wealth of the Pacific slope, on
her fertile goil, and teeming waters, and he
wound up his panegyric by declaring that
the wild beasts of Califurnia were the
tamest he had ever me t with, and that
““the climate was eminently favorable to
the care of gunshot wounds.’”” Now, the
quality of the climate of California has
been the subject of an animated controver-
sy these many years past. That of San
Francisco may be described as ‘'peculiar ’’
It is equable on the whole, there being no
great range of temperature, and the differ-
ence between winter and summer is small.
Raio falls only in the wintry months of the
year, and the average rainfall does not
much exceed one-half of the amount which
drops on the Atlantic coast. The atmos-
phere in winter is quite moist; and, al-
though in summer it is apparently dry, it
i8 found that, during the longest periods
of drought, piano‘ortes, furniture, and oth-
er woodwork do not shrink as much as
they are apt to do in tropical climates.
Frost is rare, and the ‘‘solder fiend,’’ as
