CovERED YARDS.—Few farmers
in America have yet considered the
value and use of a covered cattle-
yard, In EFngland such are not un-
common, and they are coming daily
more in uee, both there and upon the
continent, In this country, where
building material, especially wood,
18 abundant and cheaper, we feel
convinced that their adoption would
In many cases, be found to pay.
Properly constructed, they protect
the cattle from the inclement weaths
er, and allow of their being turned
out manv more days jn the year than
would be otherwice prudent. They
aleo make the yard more comforta-
ble and clean for the cattle to lie
down; and they protect the manure
from leaching or washing by rains.
In this way alone a reof would often
pay a good perceutage on its cost.

SHEEP ON THE FARM.~ Qo almost
every farm are fields and pagturee
where weeds grow which horses and
cattle would never think of eating.
On this sheep will browse and
thrive, Turn them into these pas
tures in the spring, and they will
take care of themselves all summer-
The pasture must be proportionate
to the number of sheep it ia expect.
ed to eupport. If too great a num
ber are turned into it early in the
season they will keep it fed down
80 closely that the crop will be a
scant one all summer. Bot if the
number is not too large for the range
given they will do well wh ere other
animals would starve. Nothing es-
capes them. They browse on briare
with great relish, and in fields where
other bushes have begun to siart
they will soon exterminate them , for
they crop off every young shoot as
soon as 1t makes its appearance. It
18 & good plan to divide your pas.
ture into two or more fields. Let
them run in one until they have
cropped it pretty close. While they
are doing this the other will be get-
ting a good start. By and by you

can turn them into it, and the one|

they hayve occupied can have a
chance to do gomething. In this
way you will be likely to get the
better feed for thewm than you will
by allowing them full range of the
entire pasture all the time,
