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Some Old Accounts.— We were recent-
ly shown a set of old books kept in a gene
eral store in Sharpsburg which are curiosis
ties in their way. The entries in one of
the day books commenced December 2nd,
1809, acd the accounts were all kept in
pounds, shillings and pence. At this time
it was customary for all stores carrying a
stock of general merchandise to keep lig-
uors for sale, and it is remarkable to ob-
scrve how largea proportion of the charges
in these books were for whiskey and bran-
dy. We ran over the account of one bibu-
lous gentleman and discovered that he bad
purchased two hundred and sixteen pints
of these liquors between May 16, 1810, and
August 30, 1811, for which be paid seven
pounds, thirteen shillings and four pence,
the whiskey costing eight, and the brandy
five and a balf pence per pint. During the
same period his account for such articles as
are consumed in a family was about one-
tourth of the sum expended for | quors.
