- valuable source of information on all phases of colonization
activities: emigrants, whites and blacks to serve as missionaries
and teachers, the purchase of supplies, colonization itself, etc.
A letter written January 24, 1834 to Senator H. T. Emory
presents a keen analysis of the srtuatron in Maryland at that

~time. Particularly interesting are two letters to John
McDonough in New Orleans, dated February 12th, 1834 and
March 10th, 1835 which sketch the first moves for coloniza-
tion by the Maryland Society. The first was written on seeing
