APPENDIX.

Ezlract of a letter addressed fo the Navy Depariment by Commander W. K. LATIMER,
; Commanding the U. 8. Ship Cyane, dated 16{i May, 1841. —

“The arrival of this ship on the 24th of February, at Cape Messurado, town of Monyo-
via, was hailed by {he colonjsts with great pleasure, [ paid a visit with Gov. BUCHANAN
under whose judicious and able guidance the colony is directéd, to the towns of Céldﬁell'
on the St. Paul’s, and New Georgia, on the Stockton river. "The latter is settled B} h,be:
rated African slaves, recaptured by our crujsers, and returned ta their countlry by the
government. I found both places in a very prosperous and flourishing state; each family
occupying a comfortable house, and the grounds around under goodfcultiiraﬁon; with an
abundance_ot‘ the comforts of life; and all cheerfully and perfectly contented with their
situation, and not an emigrant expressed a desire to leave his adopted country and return
to the United States. Besides the grounds around their houses, which supply them with

- a superabundance for thejy immediate wants, farms in the rear of the settlements are cul-

tivated to some extent, and sugar-cane has been syccessfully introduced, and the cultiva-
tion of it is increasing. P LT ARRE TRITHERY SR Y
] will here remark, that all the recaptured Africans have emhraced the christian faith,
and some have married with the emigrant women, and feel themaelvéé véry suj;erit;r ta
the natives around them. They have the same privileges as the emigrants, are enrolled
in the militia, have ‘a vote at the elections, and each man has his musket ; ‘t'hey li;we a
school, and a competent person to teach their children, and some of the adults have
learned to rea_gi, and have adopted in all respects the customs of the emigtants. SR
: 'f)n ascending the Stockton we stopped at Bushrod Island, on which the public farm
is situated, and where the sugar-cane, cassada, sweet potatoe, plantains, hananas, and Indian
corn are all growing with the greatest lyxuriance. I found a mill, &e. erected for grind-
ing ‘cane, and' had been in operation one season, and foynd to answer the purpose very
vgrel!. “We retm'ned in the evening to Moprovia, much delighted with our visit, and my
most sanguine expectations very far exceeded. | e Tt | i

: ":I‘he town of Monrovia is finely situated on the lieninsula,_ which joins the cape to the
main land. Jts positionis high, sloping gradually on the north side to the Messurado -
river, along the banks of which the store-hquses aye built. It commands a fine prospeci
of thg sea toith'e south, and Messurado bay on the north, and has a pqpphhon of about
eight _hugd_red persons. [ was gratified to find the most strict ohservance of religious
Worﬂhlp? lel t_h,g_tigre_at_ attention js paid to the education of their childyen. The inba-
bitdnta__qq_;nteulg_ent and generally engaged in mercantile pursuits; but the business of
the place 'is on the decline, principally owing tq the want of articles far exportation—
canihwood, palm oil, and ivory being the only commodities they offer in the way of trade,
which arg obtained from the natives, and not in great abundance. Many have accumu-
lated a handsome property, and have yetired from the mercantile business, and are tura-
ing ‘their attention to agriculture. Coffee of the finest kind grows wild in the fogests,
and they are now rearing plants from the seed for their plantations, and in time mgu
and coffee will become the staples of the colony. I think the cochineal may be suc-
cml'u_lly introduced, and hecome also a valuable article of exportation to the colony, and
of which Gov.

I regretted that my stay was sq short, that it was not in my power ta visit the settle-
ment of Millsburg, on the 8t. Paul’s river, about twenty-five miles from Monrovia, where
there are betwéen three and four hundred emigrants settled on farms. They cultivate
