Governor Russ-
vp‘gn_‘}n,w{llm presides over the colony, is a coloured gentleman, an;lh a man of liberal edu-
cation and great intelligence, the most perfect harmony prevails roughout the colony, -
and a more judicious selection could not have been made. The population consists if MARYLAND
about five hundred emigrants, most of whom are engaged in agriculture, and to which |
may -be ascribed the great prosperity and rapid advancement of the colony. It renders
them entirely independent, is the surest sonrce of wealth and will secure to them, at some
future day, mercantile advantages on a more solid basis. Their products are sugar-cane,
ice, corn, cotton, and tobacco, (the two latter as yet are not raised .in reat quantities, |
ll':r}ut of :afzﬁéijy'sq;"’e?ibr quality,) bananas, plantains, cassada, sweet pptatgres; Lagd all gar- STA.TE COLONIZ.A.TION SOCIETY,
den vegetables in abundance and of an excellent kind.
