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ELEVENTH ANNUAL REPORT

OF THE
BOARD OF MANAGERS

OF THE

MARYLAND STATE COLONIZATION SOCIETY.

IN their last Annual Report, the Board of Managers announced the sail-
ing of the Brig Harriet, with 26 emigrants and supplles for Cape Palmas.
The Harriet arrived out after a pleasant voyage, and all the passengers,
including three white men, Roman Catholic missionaries, passed through
the usual attack of acclimating fever in safety. This happy result the
Board attribute under Providence to the skill and attention of the colonial
physician, Dr. S. F. McGill. At the last advices the emigrants were all
comfortably settled on their lots and were doing well.

On the 15th inst, the Bark Globe sailed from Baltimore with 111 emi-
grants from Maryland for Cape Palmas, and 18-emigrants from Virginia,
which, the Board had agreed with the American Colonization Society to
land at Monrovia on the way out. The Reverend Samuel Hazlehurst, Jr.
a missionary of the Episcopal Church, sailed in the Globe for Cape Palmas,
and alsp Dr. McGill, who had been on a Vlﬂlt to the United States, and now
returned to Africa with his wife.

The number of emigrants from Mdryland, in the Globe, was double the
number of the largest expedition ever before sent to Cape Palmas by the
State Society. A list of their names is appended to the Report, shewmg
their ages, occupations, and residence before sailing. In character, as well
as in number, this expedition was very satisfactory, and the Board beheve
that it will be a most valuable addition to the colony:.

- Among the emigrants was James Lauder, of St. Mary’s county, who was
at the head of a family of elght and twenty, children and grandchlldren,
that accompanied him. He is a man of more  than ordinary character,
and was well to do in the world here, at home. He possessed several
thousand dollars worth of property,. part of which he dlsposed of hlmself
taking the proceeds with him, leaving the balance to be sold at a convement
season. He had enquired for himself about colonization, without reference
to the society or its agents, and had made up his mind to go to Africa some
years ago—but could not overcome the prejudlces of his wife, and therefore
remained. After her death he made. application to emigrate, and has now
sailed in the Globe. 'He left Maryland not because he was not in good
