REMOVAL OF THE FREE PEOPLE OF COLOUR.

CoronizaTioN Rooms, BALTIMORE,
January 10th, 1843. }

To His Excellency, Francis THomas,
Governor of Maryland :

Tue Report of the undersigned, Managers of the State Fund under an

Act of 183l relating to the people of colour of this State, respectfully

represents: That during the past year they have drawn from the treasury
$10,000, the maximum sum limited by the Legislature of 1839 and '40—
and have expended the same through the agency of the Maryland State
Colonization Society, strictly in conformity with the letter and intent of
the act.

The number sent to the Maryland colony at Cape Palmas during the past
year from the State is 111—besides 18 sent out in the society’s  vessel to
Liberia on freight for the American Colonization Society, from Vitginia.
The number of manumissions in the State since the lst of January, 1842,
has been 163, including those whose freedom is prospective and contin-

gent. The number prewously reported was 2477—makmg in all since
the act of 1831, 2,640.

The undersigned would most respectfully refer to the Annual Report of
the Board of Manau'ers of the Maryland State Colonization Society, con-
nected herewith, and the appended documents, for information respectmg
the present condition and future prospects of the emigrants sent from this
State to Maryland in Liberia, and also with regard to the position of the
free coloured population of the State at this time with reference to coloniza-
tion. From information therein detailed, and from the report of the agents
of the Board of the facility with which the large expedition of the present
year was gotten up, the undersigned hesitate not to declare their convic-
tion, that the most important measures necessary to the consummation of the
State’s policy, as indicated in the act of 1831, have been accompllshed
viz. The preparing a place proper and advantageous to the Maryland emi-
grant, and the effecting a willingness on part of the free coloured people to
remove thither.

In the reports which the underslgned have heretofore had the honour of
transmitting to the Executive of the State, they have taken occasion to
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
