- If it
be foﬁnd, ag we believe will be the case, that by their immediate
removal t0, and_settlement at a distance from the coast, thig dan-
ger will be entirely obviated; another obstacle- which has stood in
the way of African Colonization, falls to the ground. . It is but
an act of justice to Dr. Hall, the Gieneral Agent of this Society,
to remark that to his persevering efforts, the trial of the e’xp_eri—
ment so successfully made, is eminently due. . In view of the ex-
tension of the civilized population of Monrovia, towards the inte-
rior, he warmly advocated the planting of a settlement on ‘the
highlands, to test the effects of the climate there upon the health
of immigrants; and as a member of the Board of Managers of the
American Colonization Society, and of one of their Committees,
was mainly instrumental in procuring the introduction and pas-
sage of a resolution of the Board to that effect. And it was his
personal influence with some of the emigrants on board of the
M. C. Stevens, that induced a sufficient number of .them to enroll
themselves as volunteers, for- this novel expedition, and to Bepa-
rate themselves from their friends and relatives who were in favor

of ‘treading the beaten paths followed. . by their predecessors,
