W HEREAS, the cause of Truth, Humanity and Religion requires the extension and
perpetuity of the Christian settlernents that have, under the direction of Divine
Providence, been formed on the Western Coast of Africa, which settlements, we be-
lieve, are designed by Heaven to be the honored instruments of effecting the evan-
gelization and civilization of this benighted continent; and whereas, our sister State,
Maryland in Liberia, is in a most perilous condition, in consequence of the sad reali-
ties of an unsuccessful warfare against fearful odds; their small number has been
greatly reduced, their means of defence are very limited, and their ordinary supplies
cut off to a great extent, and, their.savage foes, by late -disasters attending the
Americo-Liberian arms, sre greatly emboldened, and, with their overwhelming num-
bers, may fall upon that infant State and destroy it} and as the people of the State
of Maryland, in their extremity, have appealed to:the Republic of Liberia for assist-

It is also Resolved, That the President is: further’authorized and-directed
to assume the expenses and payment of the forces provided by the first section of
this resolution, and to. endorse for the State of Maryland. in Liberia, or borrow, on
the credit. of this .Government, any amount of money not exceeding ten thousand
dollars, for the safety and security of ‘Maryland in Liberia; and to inform.the Gov-
ernment of the State of Maryland in Liberia, that the Republic. of Liberia has ten=
dered the aid required by that Giovernment, by means of money borrowed by the
Republic of Liberia for the specific ‘purpose, in good faith, in behalf of the State of
Maryland in Liberia, and requires the Government of the State of Maryland in Li-

That the President is authorized and requested to establish postal arrange-
ments between the two Governments, to continue during the continuance of hostili-
ties; and to employ an armed vessel of this Government, as far as circumstances

will admit, to assist and strengthen the State of Maryland in Liberia.

The following acknowledgments, declarations and stipulations have beeu duly con-
sidered, and are now solemnly. adopted and proclaimed by the undersigued, that is to
say—the Governor of the State of Maryland in Liberia, and the two Commissioners,
on the part of the said State, and three Commissioners, appointed by the Republic
of  Liberia, according to treaty stipulations, duly. entered into:between the two
Governments. ‘That from and after the signing of this treaty between the. Governs
ments of the State of Maryland in Liberia, and the Cape Pdlmas and Grahway
Tribes, hostilities between, the several tribes and the. State of Maryland in'Liberia
shall ‘cease; and perpetual peace and. friendship shall exist. : The said tribes do
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
