12. The members of the community have a: right; in ‘a

peaceable manner, to. assemble  together for their. common

good, and to apply to those invested with the powers. of go-
vernment, for redress of' grievances, or other proper purposes,
by petition, address, or remonstrance.

13. Every member of the community has a right to bear
arms in defence of himself and the community,

14 The military shall, in all cases and at all times, be 1n
strict subprdination to the civil power.
