" RESULTS OF THE TOUR.

I consider this tour as productive of the most
important results. In the first place, it has com-
Elumly vanquished the settled purpose of all the

tribes to prevent communication between
the coluny and the bush people, thereby destroy-
ing one of tho strongest barriers to the propaga-
tion of civilization and the gospel. It has com-
pletely, and I trust permanently, opened the way
for free and unrestrained commerce, thereby greal.ly
enhancing the means of the colonists for acquiring
wealth and importance. It has given us assurance
that we can, at any time, acquire an almost boundless
extent of valuable and fertile land for no other com-
pensation than the advantages that will accrue to the
nauve-inhabitantg from our settling colonists
- them, and insuring f(ree communication with all
of ‘Maryland in Liberia.’ It has developed to us the
resources of the valuable tract of country bordering
upon this important and beautiful river, which we
now know to be navigable to the extent of fifty miled
at least for vessels of any draught of water that ever
can be required for exporting the ‘' produce of t.he
country. In fact, in the hmght of the dry season, I
do not think that the current in any place would give
less than two fathoms on the sounding line. I found
" not less than four from side to side, and generally six.
Ispéak of these advantages independent of those
arising from the acquisition of territory;

ACQUISITION OF HALF CAVALLY.

JVov. 26;—1 li'itms this mnr:;:g the pleasure of
noting another important acquisition of territory,
which, although not really valugble in itself, is, under
éluung circumstances, nf the utmost consequence to
us~—I refer to Half: Cavally. I have before detailed
to you some unpleasant circumstances relative to ounr
connection with these people, such as their refusal to
treat for territory, their insolent and flagitious conduct
towards me when passing their town, md their endea-
tnunn to instigate the bush people on the river to

%ﬂﬂlance towards me during my late tour.
Preﬂnul to this last act of hostility, I had beea quite
undecided whether it was my duty {5 call them to an
account for their conduct, knuwmg that in case they
refased satisfaction, I should bo under the necessity
of fighting themn, which I considered a dernier resort,
and I determined to let the matter But when
I found that this only emboldened them to continue
this course of conduct, and that the colony would be
constantly subject to their hostile acts, unless some
severe measures of redress were taken, [ determined
to call them to an account. I accordingly seat a
messenger, Mr. Nathan Lee, to ask the reason of
their late conduct, apd to demand satisfaction. They
returned for answey that they had been #stigated to
the course they had ‘taken by king Tom—that he had
deceived them now by making friends with me, and
they were ashamed of it,and wished me to ml.ke them
a visit, and they would give me satisfaction. This
I declined doing; but sent Mr. Thomson, the colonial
secretary, with a form of a deed, and instractions to
say to them, that by their conduct they had forfeited '
their country, if I was able to take lt, that if they
would sign the deed, (after hearing its purport fally
explained,) the palaver should be set,and they shouild
be considered as one people with us, and be estitled
to all the privileges and immunities granted in’the
deed; if not, I would ltlake what course I should see

p'l assure you, [ am not a little gratified at the ter-
mination of this affair. As I before said, the territory
is really not worth possessing or occupying, and is
already overstocked with inhabitants, who live alto-
gether by traffic with the river people and vessels;
but then possessing, as it does, a good mchonge,
great facilitiea for t a river trade, and the trade men
being the most expert on this part of the coast, it held
out great inducement for the establishment of a fac-

tory there by foreigners and perhaps to ultimate set-
tlement. And to effect this the inbhabitants were
determined. ‘I'hey would formerly consent to treat
with me n::nnl{I on conditions that a fu: ol’ lholld he
established there, perfectly independent
ment of the colony. [ think it wonld hlﬂl beﬂ im-

ible to have effected any thing u«rmt

vourable arrangement, had t.hey not mnd
selves liable to retaliation by their injudicions attack
upon me.

There is now secured to the colony the unlimited
contro} of thirty miles of sea-coast, extendiog from
teu to fifty miles into the interior; id fact, estending
to any distance that the exigencies of the colany will
ever require, or as far as it can afford protection to

much confidence in my-judgment; but I doubt
much, if ady town in our western country has
made equal progress with this in the same
length of time, with the expenditure of twice
the amount of capital. But to confine myself
to facts. ‘This village, now eighteen months
old, contains twenty-three framed dwelling
houses of one and two stories; one two story
stone do. and a commodious frame weather-
boarded and thatched meeting bouse, indepen-
dent of the agency buildings, which are a fine
two story residence for the governor, suitable
out-houses, and a large forty feet two story
stone wurehom handsomely finished on ‘the
inside, which would-do honour to any of our
wharves. ‘There are three well constructed
receptacles for emigrants; two of seventy-five
feet each in Jength, and one of one hundred
and twenty feet. The latter stands on the
public farm, about half a mile from the yillage,
on which are also being erected a two story
dwelling for the farming agenyt, and a stro
jail, On the farm lands, about one and a haif
miles from Harper, are nine dwelling houses,
occupied by late emigrants, and I should Judge
that there are fifty acres of land under good
cultivation, which in a short time will supply a

mﬁam‘ of vegetable food for the whole
