It 2s no
part of the plan of Colonization to intimidate by threats—to hasfen emp-
gration by compulsion. If compulsion was what was relied on, it would

be indifferent where the expelled went to. Compulsion might have been

resorted 1o long since, for the power exists to compel ; and wherefo;g has
it not been exerted? Why,—instead of sdying to every free man in the

state, ‘remove by a certain day’—has the state appropriated $200,000 to be

-

expended in the aid of voluntary emigration? Why is it tl.mt she ha.s.au-
th?re;lzed a place to be prepared for the emigrants ? Why is it, that, tollmg,
and without reward too, for years, her citizens have joined their money to
the state’s donation, and built up the colony at Ci;pe Palmas? Whya]l
this, but for the prevalence of the spirit of Colonization -—but for the exist-
ence of a kindly temper that would win the free cdoufeq pe?ple to remove,
while there is yet time to do so in peace. The Colonizationisis bave spent
thousands and tens of thousands to prove their kindness to the coloured

race. The Abolitionists have spent their tens of thousands too,—but it has

been to support itinerant retailers of falsehood and misrepresentation—to
distribute incendiary pamphlets and libellous pictures that bave cursed
the objects of their pretended kindness. Not one dollar has. been appro-

priated by them to relieve one human being from Bondage!! They pretend

that such an application of their money would be to sanction slavery! !
But again and again have they been told, that for every $30 they woqld
give, there would be a slave emancipated, who should be transported, with
