We are all well: and the Globe emigrants are all convalescent. We have

lost two grown-persons and three children by fever. They appear generally
well pleased with their new country.

‘“Rev. J. L. Wilson has just arrived from Gaboon with Capt. Hunt, to
meet his lady—he has not yet called upon me.

‘ Capt. Hunt brought up a fine mare, at my request, from Badagry, for
Dr. McGill. The Sierra Leone recaptives are forming a settlement there ;
they own two old brigs which run constantly to Sierra Leone. Rev. Mr.
Freeman has erected a large mission house at their request. When they
get worth looking after, John Bull will just extend his protecting arm over

~them. O philanthropy !”’

Thus 1t goes—The English and French governments are quietly appro-
priating to themselves point after point on this important coast; and ulti-
mately we shall see the trade monopolized by European vessels, and to-
bacco and other American goods required for that traffic pass through the
European custom houses, transported to the coast in foreign bottoms, the
profits thereonl reaped by foreign merchants.
