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LAST EXPEDITION OF THE SEASON.

Tae General Pierce will sail from Savannah with emigrants on the
20th of December, the last day of the year. It is expected that about
one hundred will embark, mostly from Georgla and Tennessee. The
difficulty in getting these latter people off has not been  trivial. They
were to o 1In the Sophia Walker last spring, but were disappointed n
consequence of the great numbers on board that vessel. They have had
to lie over, wui-ting for the ¢ IFall Exfeditiou.” When that time arrived
the American Colonization Society found itself unable to send them, and
had it not been for the Maryland State Colonization Society, doubtless,
they would have had to lie over another «ix months, and perhaps longer.

On being informed of the condition of these people, our Board of
Managers decided to be at the expense of their emigration and settlenifent
at Cape Palmas, and for such purposes, devoted funds derived from otuer
sources than the State C'olonization fund. They were the more induced
to this course, that our new State, of Maryland 1n Liberia, should have an
early accession to its too siall population in order to render her begil-ming
ag auspiclous as possihlc. We know they will be
most cordially welcomed by the Marylanders, coming from what 'Slafe
Armistead Miller, of Ohio, returns to Libena
al’ Pierce.
