OUR EXPEDITION FROM SAVANNAH.

WE have not been able till the present Number, to give the result of this
undertaking. Theicircumstances which led to ity we gtated at length in our
November Number. According to arrangements made, we despatched the
Brig Gen. Pierce from this port, with some twenty-two emigrants from Ohio
and Kentucky, on the 16th December. She had a long and unpleasant
passage to Savannal, and was detained there several days in repairing slight
damages and taking in emigrants, with their effects and additional ballast.
She sailed thence for Liberia, on the 10th of January, having on board 83
emigrants, 22 for Monrovia, and 61 for Cape Palmas. In the dearth of
emigrants from Maryland, this number will be quite an acceptable acquisition

to our little African State. Among them are several men of substance and
much promise.

OUR SPRING EXPEDITION.

In regard to this, we hardly know what to say. As yet, we have not
even the promise of an emigrant, although some, perhaps many, may come
forward. In the mean time, while we have no emigrants, the American Col-
onization Society has no means of sending the large numbers who are
pressing to go from several of the Southern States. That means will yet be
forthcoming to send them, cannot admit of a doubt; the friends of Coloniza-
