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SETTLEMENT INTERIOR TO LIBERIA.

It will be seen by reference to pagé 350 of this Journal, that the Board
of Directors of the American Colonization Society, resolved upon the estab-
lishment of a small settlement in the Interior, probably from 60 to 100 miles
from the coast. The object of this measure is, to test an important question,
viz: Whether the disease, commonly known as the African Coast Fever, 1s
confined to the coast, or rather, whether the cause, producing that disease, 18
generated only on the coast, at the confluence of fresh and salt water, the
region of the alternation of land and sea breezes, or throughout the whole
of Tropical Africa. This question is without doubt, the most important one -
connected with Colonization, or the future of Africa, and the African race.
We see no way of solving it satisfactorily, and for practical purposes, except
by the plan proposed. The experience of travellers in the interior 'avalls
little, as all have to pass through the coast region, where they are detained a
sufficient time to imbibe the cause of the disease in question, and of course
are subject to repgated attacks after they have arrived in the inter.ior, even in
case the cause of the disease does not exist there. We believe instructions
have been sent out to the Agent of the Society at Bassa, Mr. Benson, the
Vice-President of the Republic, to carry out the views of the Board'ol'
Directors. We trust he will do it in the most careful, decided and eflective
manner, that the result shall leave no doubt on the minds of any, as to the
great question at issue, '

The disease, which has, througb all recorded time up l:D the pFESEI:lt, pre-
vented the immigration ol any foreign people into Tropical Alfrica, 1s one, -
ideopathic disease, unquestionably proceeding from, or Bmf:iuced.by one sole |
cause. It is called the African Coast Fever. That 1t 1s African, cannot
admit of a question, as all animated beings sustained !Jy brealh_ing atmospht-arw
air, on being landed in T ropical Africa for any conm-derable time, are subjeFt
to its influence. It is a well established fact, that this cause ?nly operates 1n
the night season, never affecting any foreigner from a residence on shore
during all hours of the day:. .
