Was
it not thus with renowned and all-conquering Rome once mistress of the
world?  With these instances of national failure before us, let us search out
and correct our own—Let us study and firmly adhere to the instructions
suggested by the motto—¢ United we stand.” '

much to be deprecated as that which produces a dissolution of a national or-
ganization based upon principles like those upon which our Government is
founded. It is to be hoped that our institutions will be perpetuated forever.

. The decision recently made by the Supreme Court of the State of Cali-
fornia, upon the admissibility of Chinese testimony in the courts of that
otate, has astonished us more than any thing we have heard lately. = The
Baltimore American of Dec. 2, says: “A white citizen of California was in-
dicted for murder and convicted on the testimony of Chinese witnesses. He
appealed on the ground that by the State law regulating criminal proceedings,
“no black or mulatto person, or Indian shall be allowed to give evidence in
favor of or against a white man.”” The question investigated by the court
was, whether under either of these descriptions, and if any, under which
natives of China must be classed to make them incompetent to give testimony
In criminal cases against whites. The opinion of the court, delivered by
Chief Justice Murray, was that Chinese, are not competent to give testimony
against whites, in the courts of California, and accordingly the verdict in the
case was set aside.” If we mistake not, there is a treaty of amity and com-
merce existing between the Chinese Government, and the Government of the
Uunited States, and yet one of the States has the right to subject citizens of
China, to such degrading treatment. What a country! - This is the glorious
Union of which its citizens so much boast. This is the country whose
ciizens frequently indulge in such high self-laudations, styling themselves
““the freest people in the world,” and their country “the asylum for the op-
pressed and down trodden of mankind,” &c. Surely the most disgusting of
all despotisms, is that which apes freedom and liberal principles,—and which
under the cloak of Republicanism, practices cruel oppressions upon the weak
and helpless.
