LETTER FROM THE REV. MR. SCOTT.

We thank Mr. Scott for the following letter, and wish we could receive
more of the like—it is plain and candid, bearing evidence of caution in ‘all
its statements.—+We fear not the enemies of our cause, could deem it too high

colored, and sure the emigrants would not.
CAPE PAarLmAs, WEST AFRICA,

Dear Sir,—Hoping that it may have a tendency to remove some of the
objections the free colored people of America have to emigrating to Liberia,
I will send you a brief history of the emigrants who came out with me, In

the Shirley, two years since, s :
Of the {\Lelve men who belonged to that expedition, only two have died.

‘ One of whom was a very old man, and in such feeble health when he left

America, that it was doubted whether he would live through the voyage, the
other, Mr. Dorsey, a very energetic man from Baltimore, owed his death to
over-exertion in his store, contrary to the advice of his physician, who had

rescribed rest, while passing through the acclimating fever.
: Those of them who had families, are provided with comfortable houses,

and have several acres of land cleared, and under cultivatibn: Two of them
have each about two hundred coffee trees growing on their farms. They |
have also carts with yokesof oxen, all paid for, and hauling enough to |
make from a dollar and a half to two dollars per day, the greater part of the |
year. One of them told me a few days since, he thought he would clear

o the next vear $150, after paying all the expenses of his family. This
(sl;éll:%naﬁ had sc);rcely a dollar in his pocket when he landed at Cape Palmas,

two years ago. Another who is a good carpenter, has more work than he
can do, and at better prices than he received in America.

For the most part they are looking very well, and ‘so far as I have ascer-
tained, have had less sickness than they expected. Almost without excep-

tion, they seem cheerful and happy, and speak in the most favorable terms
of the treatment they received from the Colonization Agent, while passing

through their acclimation, . :

From what I have seen, I am fully satisfied that energetic and prudent men,
who come here with a small sum of money to begin with, may conﬁdelll)li]y
expect, no Providence preventing, to be in a few years, not only comfortable,

but in independent circumstances. ; : :
Coflee, olzle of the most profitable and certain productions, may be raised

as abundantly here as in any land on the glol?e. The trees, which grow per=
haps twice as large as in the West Indies, yield here two full crops a year,

while there they yield but one.
