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us—and the future looked to with hope and encouragement; we could well

say Liberia, thus long hast thou livgt!, and to—da_y'"s demonstration answers,
thou shalt live in all the respectapllity of a nation d_own 'lh_rtmgll tlm? {0
posterity, and thy star which now 18 !Ju} upon the horizon, will rise until it
reaches its zenith, and shed forth a, brilliant _lnstre of national respect. The
event of no period seemed to be fr‘a.ught w:tl} greater consequences in the
history of Liberia, than this transitive occasion;—ages In succession has

passed, and the character of the African race has continued to wear but one
common aspect; but on this occasion were to be seen plain and clear, the

fair destiny of a noble race, immerging from the depths of ignorance, super-

stition and idolatry, bearing upon its ensign all those national ch_aracleristics
of liberty, named in the list of principles of enlightened CWI“IZRLIOH.

The momentous obligations that seemed to pervade the minds of the two
actors in this political drama, could be distinctly observed by all. The one
who had spent many years of care, and devoted attention to the interests of
his country, feeling assured that he had faithfully discharged his trust, confi-
dently resigned it into the hands of his successor, in whom he felt the
people had the utmost confidence in his ability to govern for their welfare,
without regard to friends or foes, and considered himselfl well gqm_peusated
should he but have promoted the happiness of the people of Liberia. The
other, being called to govern a people over whom had presided for a number
of years the brightest genius of his country, one altogether acquainted with
the history and character of the people, one possessing in a large degree all
those requirements natural to one accustomed to govern, felt sensibly the
responsibility imposed on him, and with much respect, referred to the able
manner in which his highly worthy and distinguished predecessor had
governed. Being inducted into an office of so much care and importance,
one involved in arduous responsibility, one surrounded by soul-trying duties,
and paramount obligations of intrinsic merit and werth,~~-the duties. of Chief
Magistrate to discharge, with the concomitant result of a mishap in the
management of aflairs before him; he assured his felloav citizens that his
chief object should be, to observe strictly the Constitution, and to administer
the laws with that becoming regard to justice for the welfare of the people,
as should be dictated by a sound mind, and a good judgment, with the fear
of a gracious Providence before him, without regard 1v any secular prineiples.

Indeed the distinguished marks of respect on the occasion, was no less
imposing than the scene. The unanimity of sentiment manifested, brought
the two actors in a position altogether becoming. Surrounded as they were
by the Legislators and members of the Cabinet, and foreign Representatives
in the area of the government square, -overshadowed by the branches of the
large mangrove, oranges and other fruit trees that bestud the place, they
apparently vied with one another in exalting the character of the dignity that
office from which the political father of the country was about retiring, and
his successor entering upon with all the authority of the Constitution.
Exclamations of joy burst from the lips of all, and impatiently did the crowd

await the commencement of the ceremony, during which the greatest order
was observed., |

The return of the troops under command of Gen’l John N. Lewis from
the campaign in the county of Sinoe on the 3d, 4th and 5th inst., was hailed
with great enthusiasm. It is currently reported that the men as well as

officers behaved with great gallantry, and much success has crowned the
efforts of Gen’l Lewis in restoring order, peace and quietude in that section

of country. The belligerents, through the persevering zeal of the Gen’l
have been taught that the majesty of the law will be maintained at all

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hazard, and notwithstanding 1t is the firm principle and polity of the govern-
ment to court the most friendly intercourse with the different native tribes by
whom she is surrounded, yet withal, when their relentless ambition, (to which
there is scarcely a parallel,) leads them to inhuman aggressions upon the
defenceless settlers of any portion of this Republi¢, condign punishment will
be the only consideration to terms of peace. The brutal outrage committed
upon the several settlements of Reedsville, Farmersville, Bluntsville and
Lexington in the county of Sinoe, is truly heart rending. Many of the
suffering inhabitants have found relief amongst their friends in this, and the
county of Grand Bassa;—yet the suffering condition of the great mass of the
people is not as materially altered as we could desire. The suffering still
continues, and had it not been for individual aid, and the timely interference

of the government, we know not what would have been the condition of our
suffering friends at this’time.

We feel indebted to C. Goedelt, Esq. for his kindness in placing at the

disposal of the government, his fine schooner the ‘“Liberia,” for conveying a
portion of the troops to the scene of action; for such signal manifestations
of disinterested concern for our interest by foreigners, we as a people, under
such circumstances should always feel grateful.

We are happy to announce that his Excellency, President Benson was in
attention to the movements of the army, watching with deep solicitude every
feature, and by his - presence and counsel, alleviating the condition of the
sufferers, His presence we learn was quite opportune.

To THE MISSIONARIES OF THE LIBERIAN SoUTHERN BapTisT MISSION.

Dear Brethren:—In attempting to write a circular to you, I feel much
diffidence, in view of the various characters to whom, and delicacy of the
subject on which I write. But first let me assure you that this letter 18 not
dictated by any bad opinion which 1 have formed of any of you. No, I
regard you as conscientious, and as good men as others. But fear that some
may not understand what is expected of them, and will merely remark that
men on whole pay are txpected to devote their whole time to the service of
God, They are not merely paid for Sunday work, but are expected to go
out, preach to, talk to, catechise, and by all means endeavor to save poor lost
heathen. The board supposes you are missionaries—with souls alive to
God—burning in the fire of love—panting for the salvation of sinners only
needing a support, while you pour out floods of light on those in darkness.
Can any of you be so regardless of the interest of the Liberian Mission, so
recreant in the cause of Christ, so unconcerned about the advancement of
his kingdom, which his father gave into the hands of his friends, as to be con-
tent to remain at home, preaching Sundays, and some night in the week to
lambs already in the fold. If so, Mr. Benham’s maxim 1s a good one. He
found at Millsburg some missionary at home some months too soon from his
station. The conference gave the missionary no station. Mr. Benham was
asked why he had no station? 1 found him at home, said he, and 1 thought
it will do to leave him there: |
~If there is a man among us so deaf to the call of the dying thousands
around—so dead in soul stirring principle of christian love, as to stay at
home, in the midst of perishing thousands; he should be left at home. But
who would do it? ~ I charge no one. For who would have such a glaring
mark of hypocrisy stamped in his forehead? No, brethren 1 charge no one:.
but beg ail to arouse you unto double diligence. Show yourselves men ::if
God. Worthy of your high calling, and of a brotherhood with that sed
sacrificing, devoted band called missionaries. And may God bless an
