GoverNMENT Housr, Harper, Maryland in Liberia, April 24, 1856.
DR.James Havr,

Dear Sir,—It is with Inexpressible grief that I have to announce to you
the death of William Cassell, ex-Chief Justice of Maryland in Liberia. This
distressing event took place this day between the hours of six and seven
o'fclnck, P. M. after a short illness of about two weeks. His disease was a
bilious attack, and as reported by the physician, with an affection of the kid-
neys. Three or four days afier his attack, he was completely prostrated
from weakness, from which he could not be rellied: every medical
assistance was offered, but without the desired effect. His last scene corres-
ponded with the whole term of his life, while in the country, and during the
time | knew him: not a complaint escaped him during his illness. He was
perfectly resigned to the voice of his Heavenly Master, and such resignation
he fully expressed to his dear and afflicted wife. He was in full possession
of his reason up to the hour of his death, and every appearance indicated
that his end was peace. As a citizen he was much beloved by the people,
