Second/ly. Our emigration will effect the civilization of the heathen.

The Scripture already affirms that “Ethiopia ¢hall stretch forth her
hands unto God.” And as this is to be the case, there should be means
devised on our part in order to assist in bringing abeut this prophecy. That
the work may be done effectually, it is necessary that there be a gospel flanie
kindled along the borders of Ethiopia; by this means the rays of the gospel
may be continually felt by at least a few, who with eager eve, looking for-
ward to the great day when a general reformation shall take place, may con.

Scores of them are as
well civilized, as many poor slaves are who come here from the United States,
Look also at the scores of native boys living in the families of Liberians in
Monrovia—speaking the English tongue (many of them) as well as our chil-
dren; been raised by Liberians from three and four years old to manhoad.
This without fiction, is a strong proof of what we are trying to establish.

It speaks loudly of itself, that Ethiopia has already begun to stretch forth
her hands to God. What Liberian observing this, should do otherwise then

-~ burst forth loud praises to Him who is no respecter of persons, but who will

admit even our race, who have been so far away from the slirong hold, into
his kingdom, ‘where they shall have peace, light and salvation.

COLONIAL LEGISLATURE.

At the late meeting of the Legislature of Maryland in Liberia, the follow-

ing resolutions were made in relerence to internal inprovements, &c.

1st. ‘I'hree premiums in land to be offered annually for the three best

cultivated farms in the community,

2ud. The townships to be kept clear of the bushes, and shrubs which
have for so long a time been a nuisance; also the bushes on the Maryland
Avenue and the several other roads are 1o be kept down to a certain distance
on each side—the former to the distance of seventy-five feet, and the latter
forty-five feet. ' '

3rd. A bill has also passed on Fencing, rendering it necessary that every
Farmer before being able to recover damnages for the trespass of stock on his
premises must have a good post and rail fence four feet high.

The subject of a circulating medium bhas also received further attention

during thiz session of the General Assembly; and we have reason to hope
that the great inconveniences which we now experience for the want of a

currency will soon be met.

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; POSTAL ARRANGEMENTS IN LIBERIA.

We find in the Herald of May 7th, *“An Act creating Post Offices and Post
Routes in each county in Liberia,” of which we give a synopsis. Three
Post Offices; one at Monrovia, one at Bassa, and one at Greenville. A Post-
master General and three sub-positmasters, who shall be the collectors of the
above ports—to be increased, however, as case may require.” The master of
all vessels, Liberian or foreign, on entering port to deposit letters at the
office, or deliver the same to the officer, letters to consignees and to
placéé out of the Republic excepted. Rates of postage on letters, under
hall ounce three cents—‘letters over a half ounce, or part of an ounce
over one ounce one cent additional postage to be added to the double post-

~age,” (rather intricate.) Newspapers and pamphlets one-quarter of a cent.—

Letters sent by express, il single, twelve cents, if double, twenty-five and ‘so
on. We can scarcely determine if pre-payment is demanded—we couclude
not, however, the language of the act is, ‘it shall be the duty of the post-
master to receive the postage on all letters, &c. delivered—letters to be for-
warded out of the Republic excepted.” Letters remaining in the-office over
three days to be advertised—and then to pay double postage—if not called
for in ninety days to go to head quarters as dead letters. Not lawlul to send
letters by same conveyance as the mail without mailing. Postmaster General
not to receive over $100 per annum. All letters from the following named
officers on public business free of postage—not including letters o the same.
The President and Vice-President—Secretary of State—Secrétary of the
Treasury —Attorney General—Postimaster General—Post Masters—Collec-
tors of Customs—Superintendents—Registers—Brizade General —Brigade
Major— Colonels of the Regiments—-and during the SE‘SSi{.)II of the Legisla-
ture, the members of the Senate and House of Representatives—Secretary of
e Senate and Clerk of the House of Representatives.
