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do, to make him comfortable—but Cape Palmas don’t afford those luxuries
which, by the way, is *the one thing needful’” to render most new comers,
satisfied. Mr. Hardy and his family are in good health, but anxious to get
to Baltimore, and will probably return in the next packet. The emigrants
by the Elvira Owen have been on shore one month and nine days, and with
exception of four have had the first attack of fever and are convalescent.

These Emigrants suffered much from measles while on passage. Of the
forty-two destined for this place, there were nine deaths prior to their
arrival, and one died between the ship and shore on the day they were
landing, the most of those who died were men. With recent patients I have
used no alcoholic stimulants except ale, and of that very little ; instead of
Tincture of Snakeroot and Barks the decoction has been employed. If this plan
of treatment serves instead . of the old system, there will be less demand for
brandy and rum for medical purposes than has been heretofore. It will be
my endeavor to carry out this plan in future, and assuredly will take your
advice to me in regard to the use of stimulants.
