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. REPORTS ON COLONIZATION.
To the Ballimore Annual Conference of the Methodist Episcopal Church.

Your Committee on the colonization cause beg leave to report that this
enterprise, in respect of the benevolence of its design, is to be viewed in a
two-fold light. First,as a scheme for the amelioration of the condition of the
colored people, who are yet in our midst, and their descendants ; and secondly,
as intended to civilize and christianize the aboriginal African.

In regard to the first branch, it may be called a settled point, that the state
of the colored man can never be permanently bettered to any great extent,
8o long as lie remains with us. To his rise in any of the professions, the
educational predilections of the whites, and the commonly accredited
opinion of superior intellectual development on their part, would at once
form an insuperable barrier. His enjoyment of a position in mercantile or
mechanical pursuits, at all equal to the rank of the white community in
these branches, would necessarily be precluded by the acknowledged natural
facility for trade manufacture, &c. with which the latter are endowed. So
also in a social aspect, the position of this unfortunate people cannot be
materially altered for the better, so long as they remain surrounded by a

dense white population, whose natural predjudices would of course resist

to the last any encroachment on their “reserved rights,” which looked in
even the smallest degree, towards equalizing the two races.

The only hope, therefore, is to direct the mind of master and slave, as
well as of the free colored people to the land of the progenitors of the

colored race, as the place where, and to the-colonization cause, as the agency

by which, this unfortunate people are to attain that point -in the scale of

- being, personally and socially, which God doubtless intends them or their

descendants in the course of his merciful administration, to occupy, as re-
gards the second branch of the design of this institution. We may safely
affirm the lever which under God, is to work, the spiritual “rising” of Africa
as far as human foresight can discern, is doubtless the influence, whieh
the sons of Africa, polished and refined by contact with their white masters
and patrons, are to exert over their brethren at home.

We therefore regard the scheme as a splendid one, and as every way wor-
thy of the approbation and patronage of an appreciative public, which pro-
poses by sending back the wanderers from Africa to their own shores to re-
unite In close national bonds, those whom nature has so truly and closely
assimilated to each other.

In view of these premises, we offer to the consideration, and for the
adoption of the conference the following resolutions :

1. Resolved, That we have the utmost confidence in the efficiency of the
Colonization plan.

2. Resnlved, That as pastors of the several charges of this conference, we
hereby signify our willingness to co-operate with the respective Agents of
the State, embraced in our territory, in their efforts for the promotion of the
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interest of the Colonization Society for circulatin
operations, and for augmenting its pecuniary res
All of which 18 respectivelly submitted.

Therefore they submit for the consideration of conference the following
resolutions:

1. Resolved, That this Conference recognize it as worthy of the counte-
nance and co-operation of the friends of humanity and religion.

2. Resolved, T'hat we commend the travelling agents of said society, Rev.
J. W. Cullum, and the Rev. P. D. Lipscomb, to the fraternal regard of mem-
bers and friends of the Methodist Protestant Church, and recommend our

Superintendents to co-operate as far as practicable with said agents in further-
ance of their mission.
