Ereached the Gospel in many a spot where the name of Christ has never

Barotse language, if [ had not suffered so severely from fever. Exhaus-
tion p_roduced vertigo, causing me, if I looked suddenly up, almost to lose
consclousness. This made me give up some of my sedentary work ; but
I hope God will accept of what I do. The temperature 1n the shade is

about 100° Fahr. during the day, and often 90° at nine at night. But a
merry heart doeth good like a medicine.” ' -

At Nariele, he parted company with the Makololo, who had conveyed
him thus far, and proceeded with some Barotse to the confluence of the

Leeba with the Leeambye. The banks of the former river were low and
treeless up to lat. 14° 38’, where the dense forest again approached
the wa.ter’?, edge. Proceeding 1in the same direction, he reached, 1n S. lat,
14° 11’ his present destination, and found that the Leeba flowed from
the N.N.W.,, and the Leeambye from E.N.E. Here, too, the country

became more clevated than in the part previously traversed.

01:5 returni_ng from the confluence of those rivers to N ariele, he visited
the ridge which forms the eastern boundary of the Barotse valley, but he

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VOYAGE TO LIBERIA—CoNTINUED.

THE EMIGRANTS.

“CAN these dry bones live?”’ said the prophet, when contemplating the
valley of desolation; “Can these dry bones live?”’ said Louis Phillipe,
as the remains of the first Napoleon, like the Grecian Horse, entered the
walls of Paris; and, “can these dry bones live?”’ says the skeptic, as he
sees a ship load of ‘“Emigrants to Liberia.” |

Can it be possible, says he, that a race, whose humanity even, 1s
questioned—but a few generations removed {from the grossest barbarism,
and those too, passed in a servitude the most degrading, can ever, of them-
selves, exist as an independent nation or maintain a civilized government,
or can they, in any way, exercise a beneficial influence upon a continent of
barbarians? ;

Doubts like these are not diminished by a personal inspection of a
cargo of emigrants, especially when getting on ship-board or but a few
days at sea; appearances are certainly very much against them. The
majority of them are manumitted slaves or the nominally free, who yet
have been aonnected with slaves, green from the fields, their manners, a
mixture of the boorish and servile, their dress, either of the coarsest
materials, made up without regard to fashion or fit, or the cast-off, well worn
finery of their masters and mistresses; literally, “with old shoes and clouted
on their feet:”’ to whom, with few exceptions, the idea of cleanliness is
entirely unknown; their baggage and bedding more fitted to throw into
the dock than to stow into the ship’s hold; and added to all this, a perfect
helplessness of manner, apparently an entire inability to take care of them-

selves or their poor effects, partly arising from a habit of always acting

under special control and dictation, and partly from the circumstances 1n
which they find themselves, not unlike “a cat in a strange garret.” Such
was the general appearance of the emigrants on board our ship.

After being a few days at sea, getting over the effects of the ship’s
motion, clearing up and putting things to rights, individuals began to
develop themselves, names came into requisition and use, the headmen
of the different messes began to loom up and exercise authority

in their office; the more active and intelligent began to show what
