Mr. Andrus died of fever at Sierra Leone; 25th August, Mr. Winn; and
31st August Mrs. Winn. Mr. and Mrs. Bacon were both taken down;
they left in a schooner for Barbadoes,and arrived safe in the United States.
In Sept.,, Dr. Eli Ayres sailed in the U. S. schooner Shark, Lieutenant
Perry, for Sierra Leone, as agent for the Society. In December, Capt.
Stockton arrived in - the U. S. schooner Alhgator, and took him to Mesu-
rado Bay, lat. 6° 20/, where they came on the 11th, and on the 15th Dec.
bought by treaty with six kings—or head men of the Dey people—a tract
on the Cape for a settlement, 32 miles on the sea shore, and 2 miles deep.

1822, 7th Jan. Dr. Ayres soon removed the colonists from Sierra
Lieone, and they arrived at Mesurado, and camped on Perseverance Island
near Monrovia, 16th Feb. the other emigrants came down from Sierra
Leone. Dr. Ayres found it necessary to go to Sierra Leone, and re-
turned. 7th April. A small wrecked English vessel with 30 captured
slaves, for Sierra Leone, put in for water, parted her cable, and went
ashore, had been attacked by the natives as good prize. The colonists
aided the crew in her defense, which excited the vengeance of the
natives, who made a furious attack on the vessel; and repenting of their
sale of the Cape, they threatened to exterminate the colonists. When Dr.
Ayres returned he found them in great alarm. The kings agaln as-
sembled; Dr. Ayres, by advice of Ba Cara, one of the chiefs, appealed to
King *Boatswain, at Boporo, lat. 7° 25/, lon. 10° 25/, of whom they (the
chiefs) were all afraid, who decided in his favor, saying it was a fair sale
and they could not undo it. Another meeting of the kings was called, and
after considerable delay they assented to the settlement by the colonists;
and seventeen kings, and thirty-four half-kings signed the treaty; and on
the 25th of April the American flag was hoisted on Cape Mesurado. Soon
after, sickness broke out, many became disheartened, and Dr. Ayres de-

1821, Jan. 21. Rev. E. Bacon (brother of Samuel) and Mr. Jonathan
B. Wlpn. agents of Government, and the Rev. Joseph R. Andrus and Mr.
}?tlt‘lstlﬂ.n }V;ltl::ergfr, agents of the Society, sailed from Norfolk in the

rig Nautilus, for Sierra Leone, with 28 effective emigrants; arrived 9th
I\r.Iarch. They were landed at Fouree Bay, 3 miles east of Freetown

doned further atlempts to obtain the Sherbro County,) sail in a small
schooner, and go as far as Grand Bassa, lat.

termined to abandon the enterprise and remove the people to Sierra
Leone! Mr. Wiltberger opposed him and said if they left, the land could
never be recovered. Most of the colonists remained with him, a few
went with Dr. Ayres to Sierra Leone; and on the 4th June he sailed for
the United States. In July those who remained took possession of their
houses on the Cape. Mr. Wiltberger’s health now failed, and he re-
turned to the United States, leaving the Colony under the charge of Mr.
Klijah Johnson, an emigrant. |

9th August, Rev. Jedudi Ashmun arrived from Baltimore, which he
left June 19th, in the brig Strong with 51 emigrants. He was appointed
by Government as superintendent of the Expedition. TFinding the agents
had both left (to his surprise and regret,) he felt constrained to assume the
charge of affars. IFrom the open hostility of the natives, he immediately
began a fort for defence. Mrs. Ashmun died 15th September. On the
11th Nov. they were attacked by 700 natives, and made a successful de-
fense; Rev. Lot Cary rendered the greatest service. On the 30th Nov,
they were attacked by 1000 natives and made a successful defense. 1st
Dec., the English Colonial schooner Prince Regent, with Major Laing,
the African traveler on board, for Cape Coast, in passing the Cape heard
the firing, and came to their assistance. Major Laing went to the chiefs,
found them tired of the war, and disposed for peace; they signed a truce,
and agreed to leave their complaints to the decision of the Governor of
Sierra Leone. Thus the foundation of the Colony was laid in a lasting
peace  Major Laing sailed Dec. 4, leaving a midshipman and 10 men to
uld in the defense.
