No. 112. An Act making appropriation for the benefit of the American Colonization

Society.

WHEREAS, the people and government of this state have witnessed with deep interest
the exertions of the American Colonization Society, to promote and carry into effect the
preat and laudable objects of their association: and whereas, this Legislature do most
highly approve of the scheme of African Colonization set on foot by said Society, and

believe it to be the only one which can promise practical benefit to the country, or to
that class of the community which it is“Intended to relieve; therefore,

SporioN 1. Be it enacted by the General Assembly of Maryland, That the Treasurer of

the Western Shore be and he is hereby authorized and directed to pay to the order of the

Treasurer of the American Colonization Society, for the use of the said Society, the sum

of one thousand dollars, out of any unappropriated monies which shall be in the trea-

sury at the time of the passage of this act: provided, that the Treasurer of the sald shore

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STATE ACTION ON COLONIZATION.

So many of the States have, to a greater or less extent, appropriated
monies for the purposes of African Colonization, possibly influenced by
the example of Maryland, which made the first advauces in this way,
and the question is so often asked what has Maryland done—that we
have determined to publish the several acts as they stand on our statute

book; showing how uniformily and thoroughly Maryland has sustained

the cause, through good report and evil report, and through times of the
greatest commercial distress, which almost brought her to the brink of

repudiation and dishonor. The first action in the Maryland Legislature
in regard to Colonization was 1n 1826, and as follows:

“‘In the Maryland House of Delegates, on Friday last, Mr. Goldsborough made the
following further report from the committee to whom was referred the memorial of the
American Colonization Society :

““The American Colonization Society having incurred an expense in a late deporta-
tion of one hundred and fifty free people of color to the African settlement in Liberia,
