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Story, Esq. in Boston, and through his kindness enjoyed all the privileges
of students of his profession in that City.

Previous to his embarkation, Judge Lee, of our Superior Court, after
an examination, gave him a certificate to the effect, that his legal acquire-
ments were very respectable, and, were it not for his color, would entitle
him to admission to the Baltimore Bar.

While under the direction of Mr. Gilman, Mr. Draper spent most of his
time in this office, and we became very much attached to him. He was
of an amiable disposition, very modest and retiring, a good student, pos-

-gessing a sound and discriminating mind.

He would not probably have made an orator or a very brilliant man,
" but what is better, a useful, reliable and honest one. In his death Liberia’s
loss is great; to his bereaved parents, it 1s not only a loss, but a blasting

of high hopes. He was their all, their only child, and although they had

overcome all selfish feelings and given him up to the good of Liberia and
their race; yet his early taking off was not the less a heavy sorrow which,
may God enable them to suffer with resignation.
