Though one would naturally suppose, from the canine teeth of the
Ngina, that he sometimes lives on meat, I must say that I never met in the
stomach of any specimen anything else but vegetable matter, such as nuts,
wild berries, and fruits and leaves. Although skeletons of this animal
have .heen taken to Europe or Anierica, I have seen but very incorrect
and exaggerated accounts concerning it.
