Ir we are blamed for filling the major part of our sheet with mat-
ter of a political cast, rather than that more relevant to our cause, our
apology will be found in the perusal of what little we have of Cdloniza-
tion, in the brief, terse and comprehensive letter of Mr. Latrobe to the
Board of Directors of the American Colonization Society—which says
pretty much all that can be said of the present position and prospects of
Colonization—and also, of Dr. Breckenridge’s able and well-timed letter
to his kinsman, the Vice-President of the United States.

A few such letters from a few such men, in different sections of our
country, particularly in the South, would be the means of doing great
oood, of saving, if not the country, the people of the country, from
apprehension and alarm. As usual, Dr. B. takes bold grounds. He
says better fight 1t out, if ficht we must, in‘the Union, than out of the
Union. He truly represents the conditions and duties of the border
States, both slave and free. They should never permit dismemberment—
each individual American citizen should protest and fight against it, We

know no border or limit, and should permit none to be fixed, save by the
limitless oceans on either hand—

¢ The whole boundless Continent is ours.”’
Who can predict the ruin and desolation, consequent on a rupture
across the belt of Middle States, the finest and best portion of the Ameri-
can Continent; with a climate and soil tending most to the development

and perfection of our race? It may be said, the hope of America, of the
world, centres here, as the conservative representative portion of America.

Dr. B., however, takes some grounds that might be considered some-
what Jax, and tending rather to increase discord and multiply questions,
than to allay and settle them. He views the decision of the Supreme
Court, in political matters, as of but little avail or moment, and the Con-

stitution as a thing to he made and unmade. The following sentence

seems to point to a “Higher”’ or Lower Law:

“With all possible.veneration for the Federal Constitution, we are not to forget that it
was made for us, not we for it; and, with all loyalty, both towards the National an(_i our
Sta_tc Governments, let us remember that the highest of all loyall‘y is to society itself,
whiph 13 above every form it can possibly put on. %mler all forms of society, the all per-
vading questions are political questions—questions which never can be permanently settled

1n free governments, except through represcntative bodies, and then in accordance with
the public conscience.??

But take it all in all, ’tis a most glorious appeal tv the good feeling and
good sense of the country,—winding up with a peroration, in the best

style, of this strong-headed and warm-hearted Divine.
