Palmas, very well written, and asking, in a most earnest but respectful
.manner, for some few articles of furniture necessary for a house-keeper—
all of little value—adding, that with these things, she would be “perfectly

happy.”

The chance was too good to be missed, for so small a sum to make one

human being perfectly happy. We packed up the traps, and sent them
out by the Ship.. The enclosed is the acknowledgment, and 1s really one
of the best letters we have received from Liberia. So naive and honest,
not a show letter, but worth showing. We give 1t literally, spelling and
all, and wish we could give the plain, neat, but evidently labored chirog-
raphy. Of Lizzie H. Brown’s antecedents, we know nothing, but she
went to Cape Palmas, a lone, single woman—is now ‘ well and hearty,”
and although not perfectly happy, as she promised to be, with less than
ten dollars worth of fixings, yet she is satisfied with the country of
her a.drjpli(m. The example ought to stimulate those who would—but

dare not.

eCare Parmas, Dec 16th, 1859.
To Dr. JAMEs HaLL,—

Kind Sir,—1 hope you will pardon my not writing sooner to thank you
for the many favors which you sent me, and for which I feel truly thank-
full, as they have enabled me to get a start, which I hope by the help of
God, I will be able to keep.

I feel satisfied and happy in my new home, and although I have not
been here one year, yet I feel better satisfied than many who have been
here twelve or fifteen years., The reason why many persons are discon-
tented and fret their lives away in Liberia, is because of their own lazi-
ness. The soil will amply repay all the labour that can be bestowed
upon it. Cattle and poultry flourish and increase rapidly with no other
care than to be well secured at night from the attacks of leopards and rae-
coons. Nearly every kind of fruit and vegetables in the known world
will grow here with proper care and attention. Again, 1 repeat, it 1s
nothing but the indolence of the inhabitants of Liberia, that prevents her
from standing in a much higher position amidst the nations of the earth

than she now does. | _ :
