ANOTHER BOOK ON AFRICA.

“Adventures and Observations on the West Coast of Africa, and its Islands.
Historical and Descriptive Sketches of Madeira, Canary, Biafra and
Cape Verd Islands ; their Climates, Inhabitants and Productions. Ac-
counts of Places, Peoples, Customs, Trade, Missionary Operations, elc.
etc. on that part of the African Coast lying between Tangier, Moroceo,
and Benguela. By Rev. Chas. W. Thomas, M. A, Member of the
Georgia Conference; Chaplain to the African Squadron in 1855, 1856,

and 1857 - With Illustrations from Original Drawings.”

THe above 1s the rather voluminous title page of the last new book on
Africa, of which about one hundred pages are devoted to Liberia. *As
shown above, it 13 another “Journal of an African Cruiser,” and pretty
much of the same story over again—not quite as well told, perhaps, in a
literary point of view, as was Bridge’s, by Hawthorne, but decidedly a
more interesting and readable book, well worth buying and loaning to a
friend. The author, as will be seen by the title page, and not unfrequent-
ly on the succeeding pages, is a Methodist minister, and from the South,
of the “Methodist Episcopal Church Sourtn,” and no mistake. Even
where this 1s not specially declared, it may be often inferred, to use a cant
phrase, it sticks out every where. Throughout the entire work, the writer
evinces that warm, sympathizing, kind feeling towards the African race,
found only among the better class of Southern people, at the same time
shewing a proper disgust and detestation of all sympathy for the same
class, by people of the Northern States. '

It 18 not our purpose to attempt a Review of Mr. Thomas’ book, or
notice other parts of it than those relating to Liberia. Our object is to
commend 1t to our friends as worth reading, and also to make such ex-
tracts therefrom, in our present and future numbers, as we may deem
most 1nteresting to the friends of Liberia and colonization. As our notice
c:f' the work may possibly help its sale, we feel at liberty to take excep-
tions to some passages, which there will be no difficulty in shewing
are not entirely correct in point of fact, and others in which we differ
from the writer widely in opinion. In opening upon Liberia, “much
abused, extravagantly bepraised Liberia,” as he has it, Mr. Thomas evi-

dently feels, as did Capt. Foote, Messrs. Bowen, Cowan and others, who
