MAURITIUS.

The Coolie trade, notwithstanding the inmquities and abominations
attending it hitherto, seems certain to result in the Christianization of
many, and the elevation of the Coolies as a class. The Churck Missionary
Record says of the Mission at the Mauritius :—

The importance of this Mission is becoming increasingly apparent. In

- the year 1858 the number of Coolies in the island was 143,000, In 1859

about 44,000 fresh emigrants reached the plantations, while 7,000 only
returned to India; thus adding 37,000 to the number in the Mauritius.
This indicates the preference given by the men to their new abode over
the land of their birth, while those who return to India are greatly im-
proved in their social condition. “The contrast (writes the Bishop)
between their appearance when they come and when they leave is very
striking, and the disposition which by far the larger portion of them show
to remain here, rather than go back to India, proves the advantages they
enjoy here. Mr. Richards, our excellent seaman’s chaplm, stated the
other day, at a meeting of the Mauritius Church Assocation, that the
greatest proof to him of the good the Indians receive here, was the testi-
mony of captains, who had said that many were not like th_e same beings :
they went back quiet, reading, praying, instead of the uncivilized savages
they were in coming. ' . : :

The Report of the Local Committee gives some 1nteresting details :—

The services at the Immigration Depot have been continued by the
Rev. P. Ansorge and his assistant, Charles Kushalee. The average
attendance of Christian members at the morning service 1s 35, and at the
evening 25, besides casual heathen listeners, varymg from 20 to 70.
The congregation list contains 132 baptized and 2 applicants for baptls'm;
and the number of baptisms during the year was foqrteen adults and nine-
teen children. The Missionary is indebted to the kindness o_f' the author-
ities in charge for the privilege of conducting t_ht} service 1n the above
bui]ding. A step has been. gained towards providing a more convenient
place, the Government having made a free grant of a piece of .land. forql-
Ing an eligible site for a chapel, at Plaine Verte. Some considerable aid
towards its construction having also been promlsed: 1t 1s hoped it may
soon be commenced. '
