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-m he Chhistian Ware'iyiman,
AMERICAN NOTES.

There are somae rave and rich specimens in this
book, in spite of all draw backs, though n veneral
thr'y have about as hiitle to do u'nh frm*piing mn
America, as with any other conceivable topic  of
remark. It wovuld be searcely pogsible for Charles
Dickens to put pento paper by wav of original
comnosition, without producing  some bhricht and
aparklinge thines,  He writes, evidentlv, as his humor
for the time beine inclines.  Yet he mantests o
deep sympathy for his fellow men.  We will nre-
sent him in some of his peculiae moods.  And first,

DICKUNS MORATLTZING.

He is on bis passuce from Quobee and Montreal,
in avesse! eryvded with Woohish emigrants, thew
beds and wrnmiture stowed very  close and thick a-
round the decks.

1 deed,  So chanee
his etation in the “worki that he sli!l see in those
young things who climb about lus kore not records
of his wealth and namne, hut jittle wrestlapg with him
for his daily bread, so many poachers on h's scanty
meal, 80 many uniis to divide his every sum of coin-
fort, and farther to reduce its =mal! amount, In lier
of the endearments of childhood in its sweetest
aspect, heap upon him all its pains and wants, its
sicknesces and ills, its fretfulness, caprice, and
querulous endurance; let its prattle he not of en.
gaging infant fani ies, but of cold, and thirst, and
hunrer; and if his tatherly effection ountlive all this,
and he be patient, watchtul, tender, careful of his
children’s lives, and mindful always of their joys and
gorrows—then send him back to parliament, and
pulpit, and to quaiter <ess.ons, and when he hears
finé talk of the depravity of those who l.ve from hand
to mouth, and labor hard to do it, let lim speak up,
as one who knows, and tel! those holders lorth, that
they, by parallel with such a class, should be high
angels in their daily lives, and lay but humble seige
to heaven at last.

Which of us shall sav what he would he, if such
realities, with small relief or chanee all through his
days, were his ! Looking ronnd unon these people
far from home, houseless, Indivent, wandering, weary
with travel and hard living ; and ceeing how patient-
ly they nursed and tended their young chiidren;
how they consulted ever their wants first, then hall
supplied their own; what gentle ministers of hope
and faith the women were; how the men profited
by their example ; and how very, very'seldom even
a woment’s petulance or harsh complaint broke out
among them ; 1 felt a stronger love and honor of my
kil come glowing on my heart, and wished to God
there had been many Atheists in the better part of
huwan nature there, to read with ine this simple
lesson in the book of life.”

stifly high-bhacked chairs, and they partaok go sivoniriy
of the general grimmess, that one would mueh rather
have sat on the floor than incurred the smatlest
oblication to any of them,

Presentiy there stalked into this apartment a ovim
old Shaker, with eyes as hard, and dull and enid, as
the great round metal buttong on his coat and wais!-
coat; a sort of calm goblin.  Being inforimed of our
desivre, he produced a newspaper wherein the hody
of eliers, whereot he was a member, had advertised
but a few days before that in consequence of certain
unseemly interruptions  which their worslip hod
receivel from strangers, their chapel was closed to
the public for the space of one year.

As nothing was to be urzed in opposition to this
reasonable arraneeuent, we requested leave to make
some trifling purchases of Shaker goods, which
was grinny conceded.  We accordingly repaired to
4+ store in the snme house and on the oppogite side of
the passave, where the stock was presided over by
