Alter the
strougest proof of their extortien and assault. they
were deunied any bail and both commited to Clerke-
wel: Bridewell, to be tried tor the offence: the
otier iman made offyand was not afterwards heard
ol. At the following session, the mulatto, whose
name was William Barwick, was tried for defrauding
the iemale nusband of money, and was convicted,
wuen he was sentenced to four years unprisonment,
aud to stand four times in the pillory.

Durmy tie whole time of their living together as
iman and wife, which was thirty-four years, they
were held in good credit and esteem, having, during
