Persons lecturing with an eye to maxe proseliles
or imduce niea 1o come to  Liberia, would do us no
Rarmn, to avoid every thing that would possibly Jead
irom reality, as the evil growing out of wrong views
and perhaps the number of deatis, may be grealer
than one at first view would suppuse.
