the loss of the ship Ondiaka, about 30 miles

south of ‘T'ampico, having ot buaid the vol-
untees under Col. DeKussy. "Lhe woops |

aud crew got salely on sheic, and have
since arvived at Pampico, except the Cap-
tein of the ship. 1t 1s not knowa that he
left the ship at all - 1tis sid, but not be
hoved, that part of the voiuiteers fellinto
tire Lands of the Mexicans. On hearing
of the tass of the Ondirka, the steamer
Undine. with the 8i: company of the 3d
artillery op bheard, was dispatched frowm
Tampice to reader assistance. The Un-
dine had not returned but it was rumored
that this company wero cut off by a body
of eight hundred of the enem7’s cavalry,
and another pamor 15 that the Mexicuns
attacked the voiluntecers after 1anding, ang
that thig led toa dispersal ef eur forces and

a forced march to Tampico. These rumoers

are doubted, but they came through three

different channels. T'wo ships were off

Tampico with smxiy troops on board. A
teport had been received at Tampico by a
Caommercial house, of a fierce encounter in
the North’ West between the Mexicans
