Departed this life on the 18th. of February last,
Mr. John Lowis, aged 40 years.

Mr. Lewis was a native of Virginia, but the lasf
nineteen years of his life he resided 1n Philadelphia,
whence he removed to this pluce. He arrived here
in the Liberia Packet, on the gixteenth of November
last.

Mr. Lewis. during his residence in Philadelphia im.
bibed the spirit of the party, technically ealled, Abo.
litionists. But he was a congistent one, and therefore
did not oppose African eolomzation, or veluntary em.
igration to Afrfca. Me stood high ameng his class in

 America, and was foremost in all the plans adopted

for the elevatien of. his rase, and for securing te them
the rights and privileges of men. He was without
the advanatages of early edueation, but by study, elose

application / and  perseverance, he in the face of

many ebstacles, acquired ability to express his ideas
with elearness, distingtness and ferce; and whaen
warmed by sn interesting subjcet, would someumes
riee 10  eloquenge. Immediately on the declaration
of the Indepeudence ef the Republio of Liberia,
evary lingering doubt of the sueeess, and ulit.
mate objects ef the eelony vanished from his
mind, and he resolved at ence to cast in  his lot
with his breihren, and seek in Liberia the boen which
his native land denied him. He arrived here with all
the ardent feelings of a man, who has at length, after
years eof anxious search and expesiation attained the
summit of his wishes, and he yielded to the bouyanee
of his feelings. Liberia presented an apprepria'e
geld for him. Mere, objects of his aspiration, be.
tween him and whieh in America, insuperable barrier
interpesed, offered themsslves to his efforts, He was
of an sctive mind, and ever ‘suggesting imporvements
in exisling institutiens, er proposing the adoption of
some which had been neglected befere. But Re was Re
theerist im the cemmen acceptatien of the term. His
preposed schemes were nol enly plausible but practi.
cable, and commended themseclves (o the COMMOR
senss of those who eensidered them. Mr. Lewis foll
2 marlyr te his ardent feelings, which led him inte
axposures and imprudent exertions too sovere for an
onacelimated constitntion. We know of ne man of no
short a remdence in the place, who has formed e
large @ cirele eof acquaintance, nor one whose death
was more sincerely ana generally lamently.
