A Tudle of the Carbonars.

(PR'M TAE GERWAN CHRISTMAS EVE )

A Freneh officer. a man of ardent but
gloomyv temp . rament, formerly attach-d 10
the @ aff of General Moreau, had quitted the
service after the cour'-martial instituted at
Paris wgainst his Generyl. He had not
been wersonally compromised in the con
spiracy, but being strongly 1ainted with re.
publican principles, he left France ~t the
fira' foandution of Napoleon’s empire, and
wen on his trivels; making no secret how
ever of s abhorrvence for the chiefs of an
abesluic gavernment, and glorying in the
name of a malcontent.
