A PROCLAMATION.

Whereas, a treaty of friendship and commerce
bstween the Repuhlic of Liberia and Her Bri-
tanic Majesty the Queen of the United Kingdom
of Great B:itain and Ireland, wus concluded and
signed by their plenipotentiaries at London on
the 21st. day of November, in the year of eur
Lord One Thousand E:¢cht Mundred and Forty
Eight: which treaty being word for werd as
follows:

HER Majesty the Queen of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, and
the Repubiic of Liberia, being desirous to
conclude a Treaty of Peace and Friendship,
and to regulate thereby the commercial in-
tercourse between the dominiens and subjects
of Her Majesty aand the territeries and citi-
zens eof the Republie; Har Majesty has for
this purpese named as Her Plenipotentiaries,
that is to say:

The Right Honourable Henry John Vis-
count Palmerston, Bairon Taemple, o Peer of
Ireland, a Member of Her Britannic Majesty’s
Mast Honourable Privy onuci, a Member
of Parliament, Knight Grand Cross of the Mest
Honeurable Order of the Bath, and Her Britan-
nic Majesty’s Principal Secretary of State for
Foreign Affairs; and the Right Honourable
Henry Labouchere, a Member of Her Ma-
#sty’s Most Honourable Privy Council, a Mem-
ber ot Pa:liament,and Presiden) of the Com-
mittee of Privy Counci' for Affairs of Trade
and Foreign Planiations;

And the Republic of Liberia having, by
rescinfions of the Legislature, bearing date
the 4'h of February, 1848, authorized and
emp-wered Jossph Jenkins Roberts, the Pres-
iden of the Republic, to conclude such Treaty
oi: "ehaif of the Republic;

The Plenipotentiaries of Her Majesty, and
the said President of the Republic, after having
cemmunicated to sach other their respective
powars, have ugreed upon and concluded the
following Aricies: -

ARTICLE I

There shall be perpetual Peace and Friend-
ship betw+an Her Majesty the Queen of the
United Kingdem of Great Biitain snd Ireland,
He- hoirs and cuccessors, and the Republic

of Liheria, and hetween their respective subjects
and citizens.

ARTICLE 1l

There shall be reciprocal freedom of com-
merce between the British deminions and thc
Republic of Liberia The subjrcts eof Her
Britannic Majasty may reside in, and trade
te, any part of the territories of the Republic
to which any other formgners are or shall
be admitted. They shall enjoy ful! piotection
for their porsons and proparties; they shall be
allowed (o buy from and to sell to whom
they like, without being restrained or prejudiced
by any monspelv, contract, or exclusive priv-
ilege of sale or purchase whatever; and thay
shall moreover enjoy all other rights and priv-
lleges which are or may be granted to any
other foreigners, subjects er citizens of the
most favoured nation. The citizens of the

- Rapublic of Liberia ghall, in veturn, enjoy sim-

ilar protectien and privileges in the dominions
of Her Britannic Majesty.

ARTICLE JIL

No tonnage.” import, er other duties or
chaiges, shal! he levied in the Republic of
Liberia on British vessels, or en goods impor-
ted or exported in British vessels,gbeyond what
are or mav be levied on national vessels, er on
the hke goods imported or exported in nation-
alvessels; and in like manner, no tonnage, im-
port, orother duties or charges, shall be levied in
the British dominiens on vessels of the Republic,
or on goods imperted or exported i1n thuse ves-
sels, beyond what are or may be levied on

national vessels, or on the like goods imported
of exported in natioual vessels.

ARTICLE 1V.

Merchandize or goods coming from the
Br.ush dominions in any vessel, or imperted
In British vessels fremn any country, shall not
be prohibited by the Republic ot Liberaia, nor
be subjoct to higher duties than are levied on
ths same kinds of merchandize or goeds eoming
from any ether foreign coumtry, or imported
In any otker vessels.

All articles the preduce of the Rapublic
may bhe experted therefrom by British subjects,
and Butish vessels, on as favourable terms as

by 'ms sabjects and vessels of any other for-
eign country. ‘

ARTICLE V.

It being the inlenuon of the @overnment
of the Republic of Liberiu to trade in certain

articles of imperi, with a view te raising' a
revenue by seliing them at a fixed aivance

spen the cost price, it is hereby agreed that
in 2o case shall private merchanis be absoe
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lutely prohibited from importing any of such
articles, or any article in which the Gover nment
of the Republic may at any time see fit to
trade; nor shall such articles, or - any ar-
ticle in which the government of the Re-
public may at any time see fit te trade,
be subject to a duty ofa greater amount than
the amount of the advance upon'the cost price at
which the Government mav from time to time
be bound to sell the same. --

In case the Government of the Republic ghall
at any time fix the price of any article of native
pioduce, with a view to such article being
taken in payment for any articles in which
the Government may trade, such article of na
tive produce shall be received into the Treasury
at the same fixed price, in payment of taxes,
from all persons trading with the Republic

ARTICLE VI

The protection of the Government of the
Republic shall be afforded to all Britich vesscls,
their officers and crews. If any Ssuch vesse!s
should be wrecked on the coastof the Republic,
the local authorities sha!l succour them, and
shall secure them from plunder, and shall cause
all articles saved from the wreek to bhe res-
tored to their lawful owners. The amount ef
salvage dues in such cases shall be vegulated,
in the event of dispute, by arbitrators chosen
by both parties.

ARTICLE VII

It being the intention of the two Contracting
Parties to bind themselves iy the present Trea-
ty to treat eaeh other on the footing of the
most favoured nation, it is hereby agieed be-
tween them, that any favour, privilege, or '1in-
munity whatever, in matters of commerce and
navigation, which either Contracting Party has
actually granted, or wmay hereeafter grant,
to the subjects or citizens of any other State,
shall be extended to the subjects or citizens
of the other Contracting ‘Party, gratuitousiy,
if the concession i1n favour of that other State
shall have been gratuitous, or in return for a
compensation as nearly as possibie of propcr-
tionate value and Pm'ﬂl, to be at!jtl.-:tf*{l hy mualy-
al agreement, if the concession shall have been
conditivnal.

ARTICLE VIIL

Each Contracting Party may appoint Con-
suls for the protection of trade, to reside in the
dominions of the other; bat no such Consul]
shall enter upon the exercise of his functions
until he shall have been approved and ad-
mitted, in the usuval form, by the Government
of the country to. which he 1s sent.

ARTICLE !X.

Slavery and the Siave ‘I'tnde being per-
petually abolished in the Republic of Liberia,
the Republic engages that a jaw shall e pas-
sed; declaring it to be piracy for any Liberian
citizen or vessel to be engaged 01 concerned
in the S'ave Trade.

The Republic engages to permit any Brit-
ish vessel of war which mav be furnished
with special Instructions under the Treaties
between Great Britain and Foreign Powers
for the prevention of the Slave Trade, to visit
any vessels sailing under the Liberia flag, which
may, on reasonable grounds, be suspected of
being ergaged in the Slave Trade; and if, by
the result of the visit, it should appear to the
officer in command of such British vessel of
war that the suspicions which led thereto are
well grounded, the vessel shall be sent with-
outdelay to a Liberian port, and shall be deliv-
ered up to the Liberian authorities to be pro-
ceeded agzainst according to the laws of the Re-
public.

ARTICLE X.

The Republic of Liberia further engages to
permit any British vessel of war which mav
be furnished with special Instructions as alore
said, to visit, on the coast within the juris
diction of the Repuablic, or in the perts of
the same, uny vessel which may be suspected
of being engaged in the Slave Trade, and
which shall be found sailing under any flag
whatever, or without apy flag; and if the
suspicions which led to the visit should ap-
pear to the officer in commaad of such Bnit-
18h vessel of war to be well groundeéd, to detain
such vessel, in order to send it as soon as possi.
ble before the campetent court for adjudication.

Duly constituted ports of entry in the Rep-
ublic of Liberia shall be excepted from the
operation of the stipulations of the present
Aitic'e; and no vessel shail be visited by a
British cruizer within the limits ef such ports,

excepl on perinission specially granted by he
local authorities

ARTICLE XI

The present 7'reaty shall be ratified, and
the ratificaiions shall be exchanged at Lon-

dom wiihin (he space of twelvs months from
the date hereof.

)
