GOMMUNICATIONS.

Fer the iiboris Mrraid
An extraot of the acaeun! oi the war expediiion
marched uga nst the Kings ef New Uecsters and
Trade Tewn, and the Spaunierds residing in
these territories, [or the purpo:r ef buying
slaves, as given by J. C. Minor, Adjutant
of the first Regiment,

(Concluded.)

On Monday morning the 19th inst about 4 o'-
¢lock, .A M. the line was formad and we marched
ofl from Old Peter's tor Trade "T'own; and after
a stenly march in a serpentine ronte, over hills—
ever rocks—through valleys—through plains—and
throngh the dark and dense woodlds, until 7 o’eck
A. M. when we arrived at our destined place.
As we were aporoaching the town, we were met by
two Herculean looking men bearing white flags, ac-
comnpanied by a motley cavaleade. who nretended to
be the representatives of the Trade Town People.
"e General and his army approached—ivas kindly
veceived (withont thanks, however to the inhabi-
tants) and the men quartered.  ‘I'he Steamer and
Yorktown anchored ofl I'rade Town, near about
ithe time we arrived there.  President Roberts took
pussage on board the steamer to I'rade Town. He
cane on  shore a8 soon as she anchored; and
nnmedintely he despatehed messengers to Prince
Bouyar's wwn, inviting the Prince to meet him on
the bheach, and w deliver up - the slaves helonging to
the Sopaniard. The slaves woere sent—but  the
Prince declined visiting the heach; from fear he
gaid. The President was very desirous of secing hin:
—+the General having known the Prince for more’
than sixteen years, thoveht e wmight imfluence hin,
to mest the President:—went oftf with two guides to
visit his majesty.  Ile had not been cone but a very
few minutes, when the DPresident divected adetach-
ment of 50 men uonder command of Licutenant
Colonel Washington, to follow him, o be in readi-
ne-s, in case of treacherv The General did not
suceeed in gefting  the FPrince to the beach:—hut
asreed upon aplan to mect the President some 3
niiles froin the bench the next worning

On '"Vednesday the 21st: President Roberts' he-
ing condneted by two cuides, and accompanied by
a detachment, of 50 men under command of Colonel
Weaver, met  he Royul Prince at the dappointed

Nace  He succeeeded in effecting a treaty  with
E'rinw. which 18 of  ‘nealculable  goodi—but it is
no. proper for me to mention it here. The most
that can be said of that part of Trade Town terri-

“tory 1s, that it 18 a beautiful country, and abounds in

Palm Oil, that much desired commodity.  After ve-
maining at Trade Town from Monday the 19th, uu-
til Wednesday the 21st, without sustaining the snul-
Jestinjury, or ¢ven having to encounter a single hos-
tile movement:—orders were given for embarkation,
and we embarked on board the Steamer and schr.
Herald. The President went on howrd of the York-
town. The boats belonging tothe Yorktown, were in
attendance on, and assisted in the embarkation of the
troops. Assoon asthe embarkation was over, we
oot under weigh, and stood away for Grand Buassa,
As the steamer was whilling with speed by the
Yorktown, three lond cheers were given in con-
gratulation of our wonderful success; which was
responded to, by our soldiers and the sailors of the
steamier. We arrived in the harbor of Grand
Bassa on Wednesday night and anchored.

On Thursday morning the 22nd: we landed at Bag-
sa Cove. While our men were landing a white flag
was floating on the gentle zephers, at the top of a
long pole planted on the beach, in front of Grando’s
town. known by the name of Fish town. The land-
ihg having been ever, the line was formed and
marched upin the settlement, aud the men quar-
tered. :

The Yorktown sailed from Trade Town for Mon-
rovia, with the President.

On Friday the 23rd, inst. about 12 o'clock, the
line was formed, and at half past 1 o'clock P. M.
the army marched ofl in the divection of Prince

e e e ovet 4 wasop e - i
i Wee's town. 'The General was told that the dis-
{ tance to Wee’s was about 15 miles;—that the preach-
ers who had been in the haht of going there
to preach, had frequently walked there in five
hours;—and it was entertained that the army could
travel it in six hours. [But this was rather a mis-
take; 80 unwieldy a body as our army was, carry-
ing along with them the munitions of war, and our
stores, could not move with the same velocity as an
individual traveler.—Yet, notwithstanding, the ar-
my mwoved on in as hurriedly a manner as possible
along a narrow crooked-path,—through thick-
ets—through plains—up and down hills, in order to
ret to our destined place belore night fall.  Not
Hong after we left the Cove, we arrived at a native
town, which was deserted by tiie inhabitants;—but
the name of the proprictor is unknown tous.  Ilere
we made no delay, but passed on; and af-
ter a few more hours regular tramping, we came
next to Softly Johon’s town. It being late in the
afternoon, a hult was made on the right of the
line to get water, I believe, but the General ad-
vancing trom his post in the centre, ordered the
richt to move on. This had been a beantiful and
well constructed town in its day, but at the time of
the egress of the Liberian army, it was on the
retrogade, and was fast tumbling back to, ruin.—'T'he
remaining houses were shaded by the umnbrageons
branches of three or four huge cotton trees; whose
towering heads have witnessed many howling blasrs
of the tornado. On our nearing the town, theoc-
capants fled, and took refuge in the nsighboring
wilds; but finding that no disposition previailed on
the part of the army to trouble them, nor to desiroy
their town, they began one by one to approach the
town; for Softly John and his people had heen re-
garded as friends, and not enemies. Much more
might be sai!l of this interesting  place, but we
procacd. The army proveeded on i a serpentine
path-way until near day-licht down, in hopes of soon
arriving at Prince Wee's; when we arrived  at
Duargy’s town, alias John Prince. The Genoral
and his army was couricously raceived by His Roy-
al Highness, John Prince, who assizued the General
(L lareest house in his town for his quarters’  The
(ieneral gave orders torthe men to be quartered,
atnd we camped there that night.  Join Prince is a
very intelligent looking young man, and seem to
possess a mind susceptible of creat nnprovenient.
He is a tall well made man, careying a commanding
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E but. pleasant countenance.  While journeving from

Sottly John's to John Prinee’s, we passed theough
several native villages; all them, however, excen one,
were deserted by their timid anhabatanis. At the
one that was not deserted. we met with o tew na-
tives, two of whom were bearing white (Les—or
some one of them, the General enquired Lhow  far
vag 1t to Prince Wee's towng the answer was,
“It be long wav, no more he no be long too mueh.”
'This was not the pleasantest answer we have heard;
for we had alreadv marched a good diztance, andd
then 1t being made to appear that we had a  still
greater. distance to go, was some what irksome.

On Sztlluﬂu}* the 24th, our Line was tormed, and
we proceeded on our march to Prince’s; and after
about two hours and a halt” steqwdy march, the army l
arrived near Prince’s barvicaded iown, and al once
his warriors opened a fremendons fire upon our
men, but to no eflect, not a man telli-—the wmy ad- 4,
vanceéd and surreunded the bharveicade.  The fearful s
warriors beholding our rapul voshy deserted  their
capposed  strong fortress, and hetook  thewselves to l
the thick foliage of the trees and bushes that wa-
near by; and from thewr concealments they kep!
up a brisk fire of muskctry for some minutes —
but onr men veturning . it with eenal  brigk-
enss, and in  heavier vollies, which caused the
enemy to desist, and to seek some more secure
place of' safety. It had  been  reported that
Prince Wee had promised to give ns battle in the
manner and way that he did; and “that if he could
not beat back the Iaberian army, he intended to
o0 back kimsell;” which he and s forces did do.
and that hastily. It s altozether uncertain with re-
aard to the number of his forces, but itis eertiain that
they were numercus, becaus~ it had also heen  re-
ported that all the disappointedtribes and parties,
hadconbined, and were determined to dispute our
entrance at the barricade.

After we had beaten back the enemy and taken
possession of their town, and on the eve of perpur-
ing tor camping that night, for such was the in-
tention, L believe of our General: —a plunderer
searching the houses for plunder, while the rest ot
the men were on the look-out for the enemy, came
cross @ box in oue of the houses, which he thousht
was a booty, and immediatly seized it to carry it a-
way, but, lo! to his sad surprise, it was a booty of’
“Bees,” which had no doubt been shit up, and
kept in reserve for us, provided that we overpow-
ered the Prince and forces;—no sooner had the
plunderer clutched the box, than he had to let it
go acain, andin an instant  his head was covered
with the hummine tribe, and he rmnning for life, and
in afew moments the town was filled with bees, and
nearly the whole army was c¢ngaged in the hee
warlure; at that time - there was nio need of musket,
powder nor ball: —but twigs of bushey and handker-
chicefs secin to have heen the necessary implements.—
It was reully laughable to see the prestrated and
crouching position of the oflicers and men in the beey
contest.—dome were prostrated on the ground at
leguth, trymg to bury their heads, and imploring
mercy—others had gathered themselves up into very
small compasses, and were endeavoring to sceret
themselves form the keen and piercing eyes of the
bees, behind plantian stalks—small suplins and huge
turfs of grass; and “where were you? says one;
I was posted by the side of a small siant, peeping
through its scanty leaves—other were flying in
diferent directions, uttering bitter imprecations.

The territying confusion having abated, the Gen-
eral called a counsel of war, at which it was conclu-
ed most expedient to return to John Prince’s. Of
this place, but little can be said. I did not have a
tair opportunity of takieg a survey of it{—but as fac
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as T am able to judge of what Isaw, it was a beauti- | mot love it. And office-serkers, all | SUPpPose

ful town, and situated on an eminence overlook-
ing the adjacent praire. Our line was formed and
marched out side of the barricade, and haltted; and
after consigning Prince Wee’s beautiful town to
the flames, which was soon reduced to ashes, we
proceeded ‘to John Prince’s.. The foiled party be-
came 8o exasperated at beholding the murkey smoke
of their burning town, curving in the air, which
could be seen a great way off, that they rallied their:
forces und pursued us, and kept up an annoying fire
in our rear for several miles. Soon after the arrival
of the army at John Prince's, a messenger from
Prince Wee, accompanied by one bearing a white
flag, with a message of compromise—imploring par-
don and promising to give up the Spaniard that he
hiall been protectinis. Ths (eneral and ns army re-
mained encamped there nntit Sunday, during Wh'f:h
time one of the Spaniards who had heen living for
a lone time in that seetion of the country, made
his meager and ehostly appenrance.

On Siunday the 25th, st very early in  the
mornine our line was formed. and we set off for Bas-
sa Cove, where we arrived a little after mid-day
