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Mr Merald—

Sir—1 submit for fnsertion in your paper the
following Jeurnal of a short teur, that I made,
e few :days ago, about one hundred and fifty
miles 1aterior of this place; that you and your
readers may sge that weare not indifferent to
the welfare of the natives in this part of Africa;
as also theinterest of the Government in general,
as you will discover that | took some notice of
such thinge as may interest the Republic in the
future, though now, they may : have an appear-
ance eof insigrificance te some.

April 30th Left -Bexley about § o’clock A.
M. the weather was very fine, theugh from the
heavy dews that had fallen the night previous,
and from the reeent rains the ground was rather

damp. It being so early in the morning it was of

course dark, when we first startled; but the sun
soon erese. rejoicing in his strength, and dispell
od the thick mists in which we were enveleped ;
sending his brilliant rays through the top of the
dense forest, and enlivening the seenery.around.

We passed to Bargah’s town in a wa'k of a-
bout two hours and a half and informed the peo-
ple of the object of our jourmey, (which was to
see the Pessey tribe and collect such inferma.
tion from them as would guide me or others in
the business and work of preaching the gospel

among them,—{or which I feel peculiarly drawn

out towards this tribe.)

we arrived about half past ten o’clock A. M.

snd found the people in readiness for & hostile

uttack from us, as, having been misled bv false
roports, they supposed that | was coming with

an army to fight them; and it was quite amus-

Ing to aeo them sneek and dodge about, even af-
ter the real cause of our visit had beem made
known. linformed them that the Liberians never
carricd war except they find that letters and
documents will not .effect a satisfactory settle
ment of difficulties and hostilities ; them they
find it necessary to burn a little brimstone and
salt petre. [ inquired whether they wished their
children instructed, they answe
tive with .a premise te aid

>
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school house, and all appeared glax to hear that
steps were to be taken for this ;—and here I beg
leave to rémark, that, 1 had here, a striking il.
lustration of the remarks of our Savior. “T'he
harvest truly is plenteous; but the laborers are
few.” 1 feel deeply for the aboriginal inhabitants
of the Republic in view of their destitute con-
dition ; fer I consider that they are naglceted to
a crinminal degree, by the Chureh of Christ
though militang and aggressive in ite character
—in Liberia, and their real condition being only
viguely known in other parts of the world, they
are thusslighted Bogee the head man of Sod
wah infermed me that his people were willin
to do the will of God but that it was impossible
for them to know it unless some one would teach
them: that they had had' promises b-fore of teach
ers and preachers; but none had even come to
instruct them. You may be assured that I was
affected oy their relation of their wants and
wishes; and [ think the Church should not with
hold her care any longer from the nativa inhabi
tants, 1traveled on hence to Dununga’s place, and
arrived there about 3 o’clock P. M. where, mak
ing the abjeet of our journey known, we were
hailed with i!adnest. The people were expect-
Ing an attack from some of Page’s people who
e¢harged one Borah with having poisened Pago,
~—Wwho had lately died. They were aceording
ly preparing for the anticipated invasion by mak-
ing a barricade. We tarried all night at his
place—which is presided over by one Beangah,
who appears we!l di~posed toward the Libsrians;
yet here, asel:ewhere system is needed to ren-
der them a weal hy,and happy people; such are
their circumstances that a little effort, would ef-
fest a great change for the better in their condi-
tion. Here the poor ignorant people suffering
{from the hands of the petty country merchant,
instead of purchasing their goods from the Cap-
tain as other sifizens do, they consent through’
the charm of eredit to be the dupes of some of
our indolent—Liberians who live at the expense
of the happiness of the matives. I preachod to
the people of this town who were quite attentive;
their number, however, wisnot very large. ‘I'hey
said they were in a state darkness they were
willing to reform if they but knew their duty
to ‘God ; that they would be glad of a sehool
for their children and hoped the time would ecme

when some one would come to instruct them.

May 1st. Early in the morning had prayers
with ‘the people and prepared to take our depar-
ture, which we did about 9 o’clock. After giving
the people the advice thatif they try to do right
God will certainly b'ess them, and that they need
not fear war &c, we travelled through old farms
and towns and stately forests, over hills and
through dales across creeks and running brooks,
until we arrived at Peter H. Herring’s about one
o’clock P. M ; we were kindly entertained by
Mr Herring who is a young native of Bassa,
erougnt up by Rev Amos Herring of Monrovia;

he reads and writes, ciphers 86 the result of

Rev Mr Herring’s teaching ; and is now well qual

ified to take eharge of aschool. I met at this

place an old gentlemen, by the mame of Cey,
with sonee sthers to whom [ made my intention
known, and they appeare 1 to rojoice at the ebject
in view. Cey infumed me that he would be glad
of some ene te preach the gospel to the peop!e
in general. T'wo interior paths meet at this place
which reader it a great p'ace for trade. Having
rested awhile here, we passed on to Cey's
townifwhere,we were presented with a goat ['or
ourdinner,and were invited to tarry for the night;

butitbeing about 4 past two o’clock, | thought

it well to go as far as Noblah’s town; therefore
aftergiving Cey a small “dash” of cloth and to
baico, we travelled until about four o’clock
when we arrived at Noblah’s which is on the
edge of the famous camwood countiy. The
town eontaims about fifty houses, and is presid-
ed over by Noblah’s son,~Noblah being dead.

We conc!uded te put up for the night at this.

Noblah’s is about sixty miles from Rexly,
and can be reached hya walk of ome day and a
half. This ette would be nn excellent place for
an. American ve!tlement T .10 penple have every
thing plentiful around, and would with a fittle
effort, have a superabundance. The surraund
ing country ismoat delightful; and no one dig
posed to dive in the gountry for the good of e
aborigines could hava any objections to a ro
dence in this place. Itis hurdly worth while
to add that the soi' is geod; as all nequainted

with this part of Africa are aware of the ferlile
slate of the country.
