A Russian PicTURE or SgBASTOPUL—In 8pite
of all the efforts* which the enemy have mude,
our bulwarks stand as fastas ever. Long belore
the bombardment began. the journals . -f tha Waast
informed us that our wallsland forts were »peedily
to be put toa new proof. This made us re louble
our precautions, and webore firmly the trulv mur
derous (hotlische) fire which threatened il with
destruction. Nevertheless, thousands wer: de-
voted to death, and it made one shiudder to ses
the Elborus (the steam-boat) pass eveiy two
hours, during the bumbardment, from 'he south
to the north, with so many wounded that she

could scarcely carry them. While standing in
Bastion No. 4 exposed in admiration of the ceol
and stoical conduct of our sailors. They feil and
expircd without a cry; though racked by the
most fearful agonies. The snuthern side ot our
town has suff-red most severely, and.is scarce}
to ne récognised again. Five hund:ed houses
have béen totally destroyed, and grass iz grow-
ing on their ruins. T'he beautifdl the 'tre no lon-
ger existe. Though the upper districts of the
town are not so mmuch damag:d, ye: thers is not
@ single house to be seen whish does not bear
manj?eal traces of the hombardment. The stieets
are everywhere rooted up by shot,ind the pave-
ment is totally destroyed, whil: at every corner
stand whole pyramids of the enemy’s cannon
balls, and exploded shell+y which were daily eole
lected befdre the opening of the fire.
