Naeaprvr, Ma:sacng or e BriTisu  Troors
Firem the “ANew Era”

Some divs after thie departure of Governor
Tenncdy tiom this government, the Ae in @
CGrovernar vecoived g letter from the Chiefs of
e Movea eoontiv, and fiom king Stephen of

Fankatone, complaining that two of their ca.
roes (foasded with slaves) had been seizod in (he
Sherbro counntry, by the Dritish Consul, and
same of thefr people killcd there, and demand-
g the sumender ol a number of people (also
shives)  which they stated bad been cariedl
away by us [ram the [<lund of Mataecon . No
galisfaction could he given for the cuptnre of
‘ho slaves, Inasmuch as the Sherbro treaty with
fus governa.ent empowers us to <eize all canaes
wond with slaves on boord.  The surrender
of Momodon Yelle, a Foul b who had. fled to
thig conntry, was alsondemanded by these chiely,
who stated, that if ho was not given up, the
«ing of Foulnh would immediately eclose the
ronds. This demand was also refused, as we have
ne trenty to deliver up:loulihs to the Soosoos,
even (or offences committed in the latter coni-
try. The chicts dissatisfied with the refusal of
tais government 1o accede o their demands,
rereinptorily ovdered the Biitish and French
traders to leave tie river witiin ten davs; after
whieh period they the chiofs would not he res.
pansible for the safetv of their goods.  Natieo
of this having been given by our traders to this
government, tuey were lastructed to adop

~sueh measures for the removal of their proper.

ly, as their own judgment wauld suggest, in (he
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thereupen divected to proceed to the rivar for
that.purpese, and in ease of f{ailure of paymont
to intimate 6o the chiof that the next visit
would he a hestila one.

Mr. Dillet lelt this onthe mnerninz of the 19th
inst., in her Majesty’s steamer Teazer, which
had afow dayae before avrived from England, and
returned heto on the 21st, failing to carry out
his mission: the chief offering to eompromse
the malter for 300 dollars, On the issue of Mr.,
Dillet’s visit hcing lnutleknuwn to his ixcellen-
cv the Acting Governor, the Teazer was directed

to return to. Mallaghea the same evening, with

150 rank and file of the 1st and 3rd West India
Regiments, and Captain Nieolas, of the Teazer,
Captain Fletcher, aommanding the (roons. an:d
\ Dilett, ns esmmissioners, oo belialf of the
sovernment, to demand; and, ifnecesaacy enforce
Pavment. Gn theirarnval at M Haghea, a rock-
et and shell was thrown over the town;. when
1 was observed from the mast-head that & white
flig was ho'sted on the elief’s flag-stuff—it be-
ing understood at the previous  visit that this
signal wonld show their willingness to continned
(riendship; but as tafterwerds turned out, it
was an timarion to the people to quit the town.
The Commissioners, on observing the signal,

| landed under an escort of the troops, and having

met several persons on the wharl, they desired
them to acquaint tae chief that they were pre-
pared to treat with him hiin on their mission.
Seme timo havine elapsed, other messengers
wore dispatched upon the same errand.  In the
mean fie, the chief’s prime minister, Momo.
doo Tourany, eame down to the wharf.  lle was
informed that if the  the chiefdid not mnke his
appearance in hall an hour, fire would be opened
upon the town, At the expiration of that pe-
rind, the chief not appearing, the flag of trice
which was then hoisted on board the Traxer
was hauled down, und Memodoo Touray seized
ns a prisoner ol war. ‘The ship ieanediately
opencd fire upon the town—the Mosque was in
Hiines, and the fire appearing to extend over the
greater put of the to vn, the trroops were safely
embarked; having had Gve men wounded.

It was then resolved to proceed to the month
of the river, and return the Il_:lluv.'ing orning.
Oy returning, the next l.'l:ly. A pl‘:rlion of the
town still appeared standing, when it was deter-
mined to land the troops and five the remainder,
A man was sent 1o the mast-head to look ou,
who reportedno sign of the nativesan the town,
but a con-ilorable numhoer ot a distance.  An
advanced anard havine been selected, congist-
ing of 40 persons, under the command of [Lieu-
teoant Vincent—Commandor Nicolaa and My
Dillat volunteering to accompany it—thev pro-
ceeded tuto the town, ey had not gone for
imto the ruing when a murderous fire was opon-
el upon them, by a numerus and formidahle
enemy there concealsd, Mr. Dillet was woun-
ed,at the first discharge, in the hend and leg.
The niuin body socn came up lto the support
of the leadinx party when a smart retiring fire
was kep' up with the enemy till our treops lad
reached the whatl, where, under cover of the
«hip’s guns, they had partly succesded in embark-
ing; but the pinnace, with & number of men,
on pushing off from the wharf| is said to Rave
becn struck by o bullet, and fiting with water,
t'e me1, from alarm, capsized her. A flag of
‘ruce was immediately Rowsted from the ship; but
the men were barbarously shut at in the water
by the enemv on tlie shiore. Licut. Wylie was
among this party, but s supposed to have been
diowned. - Several of thowe, whio hal been ¢np-
sized, for'unately escaned the deadlv fire of the
natives on the shore, and swain :afely to the
ship. To the above melancholy disister, the
gevere loss of our trovps is said to be principal-
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We have been told thata native of the Gawmbia,
who is here, direct from Mallaghea, renorts, that
subsequent to the departure of I, M. steamer
Teazer, the natives searched for the gorpses of
our soldiers; and that only fiftee:s we e found.
They had 7 prisnners, with Mr. Firth; and he
had not bein injured. 'This stat-ment, if eor.
reet, may lead to the supposition, ihat a lavge
number of missing soldiers mus! have met a wa-
tery grave; or been swept into the river by the
tide, after being ki'led.  Tis party also reports,
that thie number of natives kil'ed
ex~eeds 400!
